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entered upon the work of the ministry, he was deemed too old to be admitted to
Conference membership, but he has served for thirty-six yeat"s a faithful and re-
spected member of the band of supply pastors of the Conference whoservesomany
of our harder fields for meager salaries. The years of continuous and devoted
service which he has given to the pastorate have been more than the service vears
of manjr who began in young manhood. He was ordained Deacon by Bishop Vin-
cent in 1897, and as Elder by Bishop Warren in 1901. For 4s many as sixteen
years he held the position of secretary of the Local Preachers’ Association of Mich-
igan Conference. '

In spite of his advancing age, he remained remarkably active and energetic,
preaching the Gospel with strong, clear voice and well ordered spiritual thoughts.
He was devoted to his work. He promoted improvements in chuarch and parsonage-
property. The length of his pastorates evidence his acceptability and hisfaithful,
consistent life, proving that

“Age is opportunity no less

Than vouth itself, though in another dress,”
He loved the hymns of the church, encouraged the choirs, and in private devotions
would read from the hymnal the great devotional lyrics of Christiar experience.

October 23, 1872, he was married at Saline to Miss Alice Vaughen who survives
him. To them were born four children: William, Neilie, now Mrs. M. Bennett,
of Kalamazoo, and two daughters who died in infancy. He also leaves a grandson,
Clifford Bennett, & great grandson, Clifford Bennett, Jr., and three sisters. The
writer of this memoir was a cousin. For some four months when not in the hospital
hie has been with his datighter in Kalamazoco.

Funeral services were held August 29 in Kalamazoo, in charge of District Super-
intendent R. E. Meader, assisted by other ministers, and interment was madeé in
Mr; Everest ‘Cemetery in that city.
