ministry.” He rarely took a vacation, giving himself absoluterest from study
snd lahor, but sought conventions and summer schools in order to get the i
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‘spiration of these gatherings as a spur to speed him up, and give him additionsl
‘equipment for his work, _
. As a preacher he ranked far above the average. His sermons were not rhet-
‘orical foam and vaporingg, but the real eream of the gospel. He ministered
o the spiritusl needs of his people.  Being a faithful pastor, and like his Mag-
“ter “going about doing good,” he knew their soul hunger and gave them “the
finest: of the wheat, and honey out of the rock.” e may have had dark days,
:and “blue Mondays,” but no one ever saw a shadow on hiz brow that indicated
‘such & state of mind, for he always greeted his friends with n smile. In faet
‘he was 8 most brotherly man, and everybody’s friend in the chureh and out.
As o citizen he was highly esteemed by the people. He had convictions on
.moral issues and dared to fight for them. He was a bitter foe to the liquor
traffic, intrenched in appetite and greed, and did his best to destroy this hydra-
headed monster,

A large concourse of people were present at his burial, and a profusion of
owers on and about his easket were speaking loudly of the love and devotion

“of his many friends.

My, Hamilton is swwvived by his wife and five children, three daughters and
fwb sons.  May the mantle of the father, rest upon hig son Willis, who was
rceived into the Maing Conference fow® years ago last spring.
