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VII. Memoirs 

WILBUR FINLEY ALBRIGHT 

Wilbur Finley Albright was born in Fayette County, Iowa, Oct. II, 
!859. He was graduated from Upper Iowa University in 1885. he join­
ed the Upper Iowa Conference and was sent to East Dubuque. For a 
sbort time he attended Garrett Biblical Institute, then he was sent to 
supply the church at Floyd. .In 1887 he was appointed to B!'rr Oak Cir­
cuit where he was umted m marriage with Miss Zephme Foxwell. 
After two years of service there they were appointed to Monona where 
after their first year, this promising young couple answered the call of 
William Taylor to work in a self-supporting mission in Chile. 

They landed at Coqumbo, Ch!le in November 1890 where Brother 
Albright was director of our Boys' Boarding School and later served 
as pastor of the English Church. From there he was appornted to the 
Spanish work at Laserna where he led 111 the building of a large church. 
and with the help of native brethren held Iour services a week besides 
Sunday School, Class Meeting, cottage prayer meetings and conduct­
ing a school for the children of 
the members. He also made fre­
quent trips into the country 
where he preached, sold Bibles 
and distributed tracts. After 
seven years he \Vas transferred 
to Antofogasto, Spanish. Here 
the church \Vas large and loving 
and the ,,·ork inspiring. but ex­
hausting, and he fell sick and was 
ordered a change of climate. 

· So they returned to the 
Sl'Jtes and served our churches 
at Dumont, Rudd and Plainfield 
In 1907 Brother Albright took a 
supernumerary relation \vent to 
S. Dakota and took a claim. Dur· 
ing the eight years of his resi· 
dence there he found great JOY 
in going out to preach in n coun­
try \;.•here preachers \Vere fC\\". 

He ret1red in 1912 and moved 
with his family to Beach, Virgrnia in 1913, where he made his home 
until he entered the horne abo\·e on l\lond.:iy, . .\pril 2·1. 19-1-1. 

Mrs. Albright preceded him in death on March 16, 1936. He is rnr­
vived by four sons and two daughters: Wm of Baltimore. i\"ld.: Paul 
of Waukegan. Ill: Finley of Beach. Va.: Mrs. i\Iary Steinspring of Dur­
ham, N C.: Sh11·Iey of Beach. Va. and Ph1hp of T:\"kr. Texa< There 
are also t\vcl,·e grandchildren, of '' hon1 t\\'O of the older ones are in the 
armed forces.
