This \\'as hronght abont hy persistent mi~­
sionary propagancla. There nre many other 
cases that I 111ight mention hnt space will not 
permit. 

Dishop I. H. ~rott. who to 111y mind is one 
of the gr<'ate~! Dishops of the Chmch, stood 
yonder on the dark continent of Africa, as 
one 0f the two great heads of foreign mi:<­
sionary propaganda of the i\letl1odist Epis­
copal Church. He stood with upliftccl hands 
to .\!mighty God that the nati,·es might ac­
cept this loYing and tcncler hand that Goel 
was reaching out to them.
