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l~DIA.S BURIAL SElt\'ICE IN PEHU 

We were a little "missionary bunch'" 
returning from a day off in the moun· 
tain country where we were spending 
our vacation. The day was beautiful 
with sun shining brightly, aud bird• 
singing in the trees over our beads 
where we had stopped to rest after a 

· long walk. 
While we were still sitting there a 

group of Indians, both men a~~ worn· 
en passed us. One man was carrying 
o,·er bis shoulder the very crude casket 
of a child of about eight years, we 
judged. The casl1et was home !'lade, 
not even planed down smoothly on 
the outside and great open cracks 
showed on all sides. They pass­
ed by us on their way to the cemetery 
laughing and singing as though on ' 
pleasure trip. 

Not all of us had seen an Indian 
"burial service," although we were ac· 
customed to seeing the pompous fun· 
era! processions of the coast cities, so 
we followed into the cemetery. 

There were four "services" going on 
at the sa1ne ti1ne. Group nun1ber one 
which had arrh·ed first had already 
finished burying the body and all of the 
rnourners \Vere lying around on the 
ground near the grave, ill a dead drunk 
condition. Forgetting their sorrow per· 
haps. 

Groups number two and three were 
still in a half conscious conditiou, but 
number four attracted our attention 
We were attracted to this group bi• the 
loud wails or an cYidently hired mourn· 
er. 1~hree 1ncn and one gray haired old 
Indian ''·01nan \\'ere lying on the 
ground drunk. One man was digging 
the gra\'e, while others around kep1 
gh·1ni: him so many drinl<s that he had 
practically no time to do any digging 
Two other men and seYeral women had 
gone to the gate of the cemetery to 
bring the casket whirl! had been lef1 
there when they entered. The men with 
dilliculty succeeded in getting the cas· 
ket on their shoulders, then, being half 
clrunl< the)' stumbled along toward the 
grave, "'hen about half way there ,one 
old Indian woman who had hccn fnl 
lowing along, berame posses•cu with 
th(> idf•a that it '"as tin1e for prayer. 
The task of getting the ca•ket to theit 
shoulder~ hatl been a har'l on.c for th .. 
Jnen nnd thf>y objertcd to lHllin~ to })\11 
it do\\·11 lH.:.fore reaching the J:!.l';J\"P, but 
the woman was so persistent that the 
men tinnly dumped (no other word ex· 
pres•es it better) the casket to th< 
ground. then ren10\ ing their hats antl 
tryin11 to stand steadily, the\' waited tc 
be led in prayer. The old Indian woman 
who had forced them to stop tiler< 
tried to lead them in the Lord's pray· 

er. Se\ era! times she repeated th< 
"·ortls, "Padre Nuestro, que est.as en 
el cielo" lour Father who art in Hea\'· 
en J !Jut she could remcm IJer no more 
The other women ti led to help her, bu 1 
they could get no further than she. 
Finally one of tht• men succeeded in 
('OU1pleting thl~ prayer, after \\hh·h they 
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gone to the gate of the cemetery to 
bring the casket which had been left 
there when they entered. The men with 
difficulty succeeded in getting the cas· 
l<et on their shoulders, then, being half 
dnml< they stumbled along toward the 
grave, When about half way there ,one 
old Indian woman who had been fol· 
lowing along, became possessed with 
th(" idea that it \\'as tin1e for prayer. 
The task of getting the caslrnt to theil 
shoulders had been a hard one ro1 th< 
men and they objected to having to pn t 
it down before reaching the grave, bu1 
the woman was so persistent that the 
men finaly dumped (no other word ex· 
presses it better) the caslrnt to th< 
ground, then removing their hats and 
trying to stand steadily, they waited tc 
be led in prayer. T,he old Indian woman 
who had forced them to stop therE 
tried to lead them In the Lord's pray-

er. Several times she repeated th< 
words, "Padre Nuestro, que estas en 
el cielo" (our Father who art in Heav· 
en) but she could remember no more 
The other women tried to help her, but 
they could get no further than she. 
Finally one oi the men succeeded in 
completing the prayer, after \\ hid1 they 
again hoisted the casket to theh 
shoulders and stumbled to the grave. 

The grave digger had been havin!' 
so many drinks that the grave was not 
completed, others were now lying on 
the ground drunk, e,·ery one who could 
\Vas drinking or raising the 11ead of a 
friend lying in a sl upor and rucing him 
to drink more. 

E'·en the hired mourners were given 
drink after drink. 

Then without cause that we could 
see, a fight broke ont among lh~ 
mourners. Women with babies tiecl on 
their backs were fighting with men 
women fighting against women, and 
men against men. One woman with a 
child on her back struck a man and 
knocked him flat on his back. Other• 
w<•re knocked o,·er the casket and being 
too drunk to get up lay the1e and were 
stl'mbled over by the other fighters. 

It was getting late, we had to leave 
hut our resident missionary there told 
us that without doubt all of the lndi· 
ans would be dead drunk before l!.e) 
left there, and that when tLey nnall; 
wakened from their stupor would pas' 
through the streets of the town on 
their way to their huts, singing theil 
funeral chants and giYing their mourn· 
ful wails. 

Death means nothing to them, ex· 
cept an opportunity for a 'prec. And 
what can one missiona1y family do a· 
inong so inany? Sa\e a fe\\', yes, bul 
what about the many others?

OUTLOOK FOR RELIGIOUS LIBERTY 
IN PERU 

Ha.ys P. Archerd 
The political situation in Peru has been 

so complicated and confused that it is 
d1fficult to understand it clearly. Presi­
dent Billinghurst was elected to the ex­
ccuti\'e 's ofli<'l' by the lalJoriug cJa~scs of 
the country. JI is prc~l~eessor 's p:u·ty hatl 
1natters uuclcr such control that a fair 
election was out of the question. When 
election day arrived, mobs of excited 
men overthrew the polling-booths, and 
would not allow votes to be cast except 
in a very few places of the republic. 

In the choice of Mr. Billi\1ghurst as Pre­
sident, Congress yielded tol a popular de­
mand for the man who had set himself 
up as the people's champion. Soon it 
was evident that he could not fulfill his 
promises, probably because of conflicting 
interests. At any rate, his popularity 
with the masses began to wane, and the 
opposing party seized this opportunity to 
regain its former prestige. 

Rumor had it that the President was on 
the point of dissolving Congress because 
it would not bend to his wishes. This 
aroused a country-wide protest, and \Va::; 

thought to be the immediate cause of the 
uprising. It is probable that the revolu­
tion was fostered\ by Congressional lead­
ers. The <trmy was almost a unit in sup­
porting it, and the President was com­
pelled to submit. Since the re,·olution 
things political have been going from bad 
to worse. The past few weeks, however, 
have been quiet, owing to a compromise 
m:i<le by electing as provisional Presi­
•lent the leader of the revolution. 

Because of these disturbed conclitions. 
and with so many political questions 
clamoring for solution, it is not likely 
that Congress will net at its coming scs· 
sions on the religious liberty measure. If 
Congress is inactive on tlJ,e '\\'hole inatter, 
most of the work of last lyear will go for 
naught, and we shall need to begin our 
1·ampaign all O\'er again after the political 
rcfitljnstmcnt. 

\\' c are not gi\'ing up the fight, though, 
hy any means. It is our plan to lloo<l 
the country with general literature on the 
suh.i••d. We expect to distribute reli­
gious-liberty tracts in every important 
ct•ntcr of the republic during the week 
that Congress meets. 

It is not likely that the political diffi· 
culties encountered here will h3\"C a per· 
manent 1 

4 ct upon evangelical work in 
Peru. The dawn of religious libertv will 
Le delayed, that is all. f In spite of the 
fanaticisn1 in tlie country, there is a very 
strong liberal anu progressive element. 
Peru is constantly coming into more inti· 
mate contact with Europe Md North 
America. and is rapidly recci·dng modern 
hleas. The PerU\·ians arc susceptible to 
religious appeals. And as soon as we 
ha,·c a fair chance to present to tlicm 
evangelical Christianity, it will be eagerly 
accepted. 1 I 7 I
