sible office in our Chureh. The Northern 
Europe Central Conferenee which elected 
him in 1946, includes, beside the Swedl'n 
Annual Conferen('e, our Methodist work 
in Norway, Denmark and Finland. He 
will attend the Methodist General Con· 
fc1·ence in Bo~ton in l\<Iny.

Bishop Th. Arvidson 

Theodor Ai·vidson was horn at Jerpas 
in the county of Ska1·ahorg, October rn, 
188a, and received his education (for the 
ministry) at the Theological School at 
Upp><ala a> well as ad\'anced study in 
England. He served as pastor of the 
Viixjii Chureh as well as the i\lethodist 
C'hui·d1 at ostersund. Then he held the 
superintendt>nrr of the Northern Dis­
t l'irl of t lw Sweckn Annual Conference 
hefort> sc1·ving the great St. Peters 
~Iethodi~t Church. Tht>n he again be­
rnmr a Dist1 h·t Superintendent. From 
rn:J I until his ~h·<"! ion as a Bishop, Rev. 
A rviclson ser\'ctl as Superintendent of 
the Conferent'e Head Office and Book 
Concern. 

Theodor Arvidson was eleetPd minis-

terial delegate to the General Conference 
of th<' Methodist Church in 1924, 28, 32, 
36, 39, 40 and 44. He also represented 
the Sweden Conference at the European 
Central Conference at Frankfo1·t on the 
Main in 1922. He was secreta1·y of the 
Northel'll Europe Central Conference at 
Oslo 1924, and at Copenhagen 1989, and 
at Gothenberg 1946. He served as Presi­
dent of the Metho-Youth Movement of 
Sweden 1920-86, and is serving as Presi­
dent of the National Free Church Com­
mittee and Central Assemb!iP.S sinre 
1943. He succeeded Prince Oscar Berna­
dotte in 1947 as Chairman of the Evan­
gelical AlliancP of Sweden" (Prince 
Oscar Bernadotte in tendering his resig­
nation after 40 years service expressed 
his joy that Bishop Arvidson was willing 
to take up the burdens of that important 
work together with his many other 
duties.) 

"Buclhliraren continues: "Bishop Arvid­
son has also heen active as an author, 
havinµ written "Methodism with its 
Doctrines, Organization and Aims, "The 
Fullness of the Spirit and the Gift of 
the Spirit." "Sanctification," and he has 
also translated ten volumes of E. Stanley 
Jones into Swedish as well as several 
hooks of A. J. Russell, Leslie Weather­
head, Paterson Smith and others." 

We, in this Country learned with real 
Christian satisfaction, that the King of 
Sweden, Gustaf the 5th, took special 
notice of Bishop Arvidson's election to 
this high Office in the Methodist Church. 

Let all our Swedish people who can, 
come to the services that have been ar­
ranged for Bishop Arvidson; come to 
the Churches where he is to speak and 
hear and meet him, and be benefited by 
the good tidings he will bring to us. We 
have not as yet learned if the delegates 
from Sweden tn the General Conference, 
Rev. G. Henrikson from Stockholm, and 
Re,·. Bengt Ren blad, and the lay dele· . 
gates, Dr. Herald Lindstrom from the 
University of Uppsala, and Rector Ran­
dolf Eimir from Arboga, will visit any 
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Communism is making great inroads 
in many lands around the world. During 
these Lenten days it is well to recall 
that Communism is a combined material­
istic philosophy and political system 
that has no place for Christianity. God 
and His Church are of no concern to 
Communism.

MRS. SOPHIE M. CARLSON, 
NEE OLSON 

::'llrs. Sophie M. Carlson was born in 
Karlskoga, Sweden, January 13th, 1867. 
She gave her heart to God early in life, 
and became an ac·th·e and faithful mem­
ber of the :l-1ethodist Chu1·ch. Came to 
the Umted States in H!87, a11d the same 
year The First Swedish Methodist Church 
in Los Angeles was organized, and 
among the names of the Charter Mem­
bers we find the name of Sophie :VI. 
Olson. i\lrs. Carlson lh·ed in Los Angeles 
until her marriage to Osear Hanson. 
The young couple moved to Sa11 Fran­
cisco where they joined the First 
Swedish Methodist Church. Their mar-
1·ied life was \'ery happy, ancl was 
blessed with two childi·en, Edna anti 
George B. While the children were still 
im1all, the angc•l of Death came and 
called brother Hanson to be with His 
Master whom he loved and se1·ved. 

It was not easy for Mrs. Carlson to 
be left alone with two small children. 
But i\lrs. Carlson was a strong character, 
able and with great courage. She man­
aged the businei;i; her husband had left 
with such success that she was able to 
give her children a good !'ducation. 
From the stal', she and her children 
worked as partners. They also had 
mutual interest in the church. Edna be­
came one of the most beloved organists 
and Sunda)' School teachers. George 
found in the Sunday School and Epworth 
Leai;ue just the work he lowd. The 
Epworth League of the First 8wNlish 
i\Iethodist Church was soon recognized 
as one of the mMt active anrl successful 
in the San Francisco district. The result 
was that George was elected Pr<>sident 
of the District . Epworth League. That 

her children were so active an<l success­
ful in the church work brought great 
joy to their mother. 

Sorrow as well as joy sprinkled her 
pa th. The death of her husband when 
the children were small and then the 
passing of Edna when she was in the 
flower of young womanhood brought 
great sorrow. 

A gracious happening lifted much of 
the heavy care and l'<spo11sibility from 
her shoulders when she manied the 
rhristian gentleman C. H. Carlson. They 
had five beautiful and happy years to­
gether, and then in the year 1925 the 
angf"l of DPHt h r?.n1~ and rs Bed brothe]· 
Ca1·lson to he with His Master who 
meant so much to hin1. 

Mrs. Carlson has during her 60 years 
of membership of the Simpson, formerly 
First Swedish Methodist Church, been 
an able and willing worker. She was 
never too preoccupied with her own 
problems, but she always could find 
time to reach a helping hand to others. 
She was the first to see the stranger 
who ca111e into the church. Many are 
they who found a warm ancl hearty wel­
eome in her home. 

Mrs. Carlson was for a bout 28 years 
President of the W .F.M.S., and under 
her leadership the)· did a remarkable 
work. She was also a loyal and valuable 
member of the Official Board. 

Last Christmas, as usual at Christmas 
time, Mrs. Carlson went to Los Angeles 
to be with her son and his family over 
the Holida~· Season. George B. Hanson 
is District J>a~<;enger Agent, Southern 
Paci fie. 

Mrs. Carl~on came home to San Fran­
cisco after having celebrated with her 
family her 81st birthday January 13th. 
At this tinw her health began to fail 
and Saturday, February 14th, the star 
of hope, which had guided her on life's

BETHANY HOME AND HOSPITAL 
ANNUAL l\IEE'l'ING 

(Continued from last issue) 
Rev. B. W. Selin. suoerintPnrl<>nt •nh­

mitted his annual report which he began 
as follows: "Herc> at Bethany the year 
1947 marks a chapter of faith as dis­
tinctly as does 1889, 1893 or 1926. Suc­
ccs5 has crowned the efforts of the yea1'. 
In true humility we thank God that all 
has gone wonderfully well." He stated 
that the total expenditure for 1947 
amounted to $234,543.98. The daily cost 
of operating the Home was more than 
$660.00. The average cost of a patient 
pe1· day in the hospital was approximate­
ly $13.65, and the average monthly cost 
in the Home per person approximately 
$55.00. Food costs amounted to $55,015.27, 
an increase over 1946 of about 10''<. 
The monthly food budget averages about 
$4,584.00. :VIore applicants for admission 
applied this past year than ever before. 
~lore than 100 approved applications are 
now on file. Tlw Home family remains 
ronstant at the 165 figure. 

The following paragraph~ are excerpts 
from ReY. Selin's report: "On April 27 
our beautiful chapel was fo1·mally dedi­
cated. A large> congt·egation was present 
as the memorial altar, Kilgen organ, 
Stcim\'a;· piano, stainetl gla•s windows 
and oak ]lews w<.>re dedicated. The devo­
tion to this sanctuar~· undertaking was 
amaiingly t'Vide11cetl by spontaneous in­
te1·c>st. The> thrill of that g1·eat day still 
linp;c>1·s in fond memory." 

"The Hospital Dh'ision has had a most 
successful year. A total of 867 patients, 
467 surgical :md · 400 medical, have been 
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ministered l•> by skilled and faithful 
personnel. Except for a brief summer 
lull, the hcspital has operated at maxi­
mum capac·ity ." 

"The So.:, dee Guild has generously pro­
vided the Hospital with new anesthesia 
equipment costing a thousand dollars." 

"Our splendid medical staff has met 
regularly <!ach month to survey the wo1·k 
of the hospital, discuss matters of busi­
ness, and seek to find through sharing 
of expe1·iences, new light and direction 
in their important work. The scientific 
interest on the part of our <'apable staff 
speaks well for the future of our Hos­
pital Division." 

"Susanna \Vesley Hall has cared mag­
nificently for its quota of young women 
this past year. During th~ year the 
Board decided that in the future, 
Susanna Wesley Hall would be used 
primarily to house help needed in our 
new enterprise. The1·efore, young ladies, 
not connected with our work, will be 
unable to sojourn al Susanna Wesley 
Hall after the summe1· of this year. We 
regret the mcessity of curtailing this 
vital social service but the imperative 
urgency of providin!( lodging for our 
new rm1ployees leav~s no other choice." 

"The New Building Project. After 
decades of dreaming and years of plan­
ning early summer saw the beginninv; 
and realization of these dreams. En­
couraged by contmctor friends who 
showed how thousands in construction 
cost could be saved; a gift and a p1·omise 
of $75,000.00 came, providing that the 
work would soon commence; a life in­
surance company promised to finance 
the venture, so after fen·ent prayer and 
thoughtful consirlcration the Board felt 
definitely that the time had come for 
launching out and suddenly, on July 23, 
the work was under way. !\lore than 
sixteen hundred gifts have been received 
for the project and a number of other 
things have been in its favor. 

"A~ the historic year of 1947 takes its 
place among the other notahle years in 
tlw g<>lden annals of our bt•lo\'ed Bethany 
I wish to pay tribute to the c·onscientious 
t·oll<'aguos who ha\'C unselfishly helped 
cany the burden, to the unswerving

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numbering about seventy, to our skilled 
medical staff, to our great cooperating 
societies, to our valiant army of Tag Day 
workers, to our splendid churches and 
friendly pastors, to our devoted friends, 
to our energetic Board and to the tire­
less committee members who have labored 
long hours in planning the program of 
the Institution and to Almighty God who 
has challenged us to move forward as 
a Christian phalanx, aflame with holy 
ordor, panoplied with Christian love to 
win added victories on the battle fronts 
of human need. May God's abundant 
blessing now rest upon the work of our 
minds, our hearts and our hands."

Retired Bishop Theodor Arvidson, 70, who administered the work of The 

Methodist Church in Denmark, Sweden, Russia, Norway and Finland for seven years, 

died March 12 in Sweden. The Stockholm Area, of which he was bishop, comprises 

about 29,000 Methodists (full and preparatory members). 

Born in Jerpas, Sweden, Bishop Arvidson was educated at the School of 

Theology at Uppsala, Sweden, and then traveled and studied in England. He was 

ordained in 1909 and served as pastor of Methodist churches in Vaxjo and Stockholm. 

Later he was district superintendent of the Northern and Western Methodist 

Districts in Sweden and book editor of Methodist Publishing House in Stockholm. 

He traveled and spoke extensively in the United States, and translated many English 

books into Swedish. 

In 1946 Bishop Arvidson was elected to the episcopacy, the second 

Scandinavian since 1876 to serve as bishop of the Stockholm Area. He was bishop of 

the area from 1946 to 1953, when he retired from that office and from the active 

ministry. He was president of the National Free Church Committee and chairman of 

the Evangelical Alliance, both in Sweden. In 1952 Bishop Arvidson visited India, 

where he dedicated Theodori Mission, a Methcdist mission center built with funds 

contributed largely by Scandinavian Methodists and was named in his honor.

The Rev. Theodor Arvidson, D.D., of Stockholm, Sweden, superintendent of 

the Methodist Church in Sweden, and a recognized leader of the nation's free churches, 

was elected o. bishop of tho Methodist Church on April 5, by the Central Conference of 

Northern Europe, it is announced by che Board of Missions and Church Extension. 

He was elected on the first ballot of the Conference presided over by 

Bishop Raymond J. "i[ade of Detroit, Mich. 

Bishop Arvidson, who speaks English, German and Swedish f'luently, is well-

knovm in Methodist circles in the United St&tes, having visited und preached in this 

country in connectio:i. with his membership in the General Conferences of 1924, 1928, 

1932, 1936, 1910 and 1914. 

Born in Jarpar, Sweden, the new bishop came from a Lu th0ran home, but early 

joined the Methodist Church in Stockholm. He was educated a.t the Methodist School of 

Theology, Upsala., Sweden, 1903-06. In 1909 he wa.s ordained a. deacon o.t Upsala. by 

Bishop Earl Cranston, and in l911 :;u, elder at Stockholm by Bishop Vlillia.m Burt. 

After successful pastorates in the Sweden Conference, he was appointed 

superintendent of tho Western District with h(:)adquarters in Gothunburg, seat of Union 

Theological Seminary for all .'.:icnndinavia. Lc;.tcr he was elected book editor a.nd ma.ne.-

gcr of tho t\othodist Publishing House in Stockholm.

He 

is giving a series of addresses in American cities, particularly in fuinnesota, where 

Methodists have undertaken special projects in his territory as part of the "Advance 

for Christ and His Church. 11 

Bishop Arvidson is the Episcopal head of Methodist church and mission work 

in Sweden, Finland, Noxway, Denmark, the Baltic States, and of Methodist missions in 

Russia. During Horld War II he was in Sweden, and as editor and book ae:P.11t._, kept 

Methodist Publishing House in Stockholm producing religious books. He has translated 

a large number of English books into Swedish, including most of the writings of Dr. 

E. Stanley Jones, the missionary and evangelist. 

Born in Jerpas, Skaraborg, Sweden, he was educated at the School of' Theol­

ogy, Uppsala:- Sl'reden, and then travelled and studied in England. In 1906 he vtas or­

dained a minister of the Methodist Church and served pastorates in Vaxjo, and Oster­

sund, and st. Peter's Church, Stockholm. He was then successively superintendent of 

the Northern District of Sweden, superintendent of the Vfestern District, book editor, 

and bishop. 

Bishop ilrvidson is now on his ninth Visit to the United States. His 1.ast 

Visit was in 1948 when he was a delegate to the General Conference in Boston. He is 

one of the best-known free church leaders in Scandinavia, and has served in many in­

terdenominational posts. He is now president of the National Free Church Collllilittee 

and General Assemblies; he succeeded Prince Oscar Bernedotte as chairman of the 

Evangelical Alliance in Sweden; is an officer of the Nordic Ecumenic Institute at 

Sigtuna; and chancellor of the School of Theology in Gathenburg. 
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
