AJPUTANA is an immense tract of

country in India, consisting of twenty
States, having each its own autouony and
separate  Chief, Dbesides the small DBritish
Divicion of Ajmer, which is situated almost
:h the centre of the Provinee.  These terri-
torr~ lie hetween 237 and 307 N at. and
between GO 30 and 78° 157 L. long, and
thar combined arca s approximately esti-
jnated at 130,000 square miles.  Rajputana
oxtends from the Province of Rind on the
wost to the North-Western Provinees on the
East, ~kirting the Bombay Presidency on the
soath, awd strewehing to the Panjab on the
North Tt is traversal from <onth-west to
north cast by the Rajputana State Railway,
amel from the ~outh to that Railway at
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Ajmer by the Malwa Railway from Khandwa,
on the Great Indian Peninsula line through
Indore. The country is divided by the Ara-
valli Mountains into two unequal parts (of
whiech the north-western is much the larger),
and consists to a great extent of sandy, arid,
and unproductive wastes, but it improves
gradually to comparatively habitable and
fertile tracts {owards the north-east. This
division includes the Thur or great sandy
dosert of Northern India, covered every-
where by long parvallel dunes, varying fram
50 to 100 feet high, with few wells and
streams, and almost destitute of vegetation.
The south-castern division is considerahly
more elevated and fertile, is diversified in
character, and contains extensive hill ranges
and long stretches of rocky wood and
woodland , it is watered by the drainage of
the Vindhyas, carried north-east hy the
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Chambal and Banas Rivers. Tn many parts
there are wide vales, fertile plateaus, and
greal suretches of excellent soil, with forests
and avtificial lakes; but even in this division
the surface for the most part is stony, rugged,
under jungle, and infertile, excepl close to
the river banks.

Rajputana iv of great archeologic in-
terest anl possesses some fine religious build-
ings in ruins and others in excellent preser-
cation.  Amongst the latter are the Mosque
at Ajmer and the temples on Abu. Dut the
finest and most characteristic features of
architecture in the country are shown in the
forts and palaces of the Chiefs and in their
cenotaphs.

Herds of camels, horses, and sheep are
found wherever there is pasturage, and in
the desert, and in the southern part of the
country, wild asses, nylghau, and antelopes,
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Lesides lions, leopards, tigers, wolves, hyenas
jackels and foxes, are met with

The elimate throughout Rajputana i-very
dry and hot during summer: while in the
winter it is inuch colder in the novth than m
{he lower distriets, with hard frost and iee
on the Bikaner borders. The rainfall is very
uncqually distributed: in the western part,
which vomes nesu o the limiis of the minless
region of Asia, it s very seanty, amd sewr
eely averages more than O inches: e the
south: west the fall is more copivus, sometimes
exceeding 100 inches at Abu; Dut, except
in the south-west highlands of the Aravallis,
rain is most abundant in the south-cast,
Notwithstanding all its drawbacks, Rajpu.
tana is reckoned one of the healthiest coun-
tries in India, at least for the native inhabi-
fants. According to the census, taken in
1901, the population was 10,123,000. The
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great mass of the people are Hindus, num-
bering about §,000,000. There are 707,000
Mohammadans and 23,000 Christians. The
remainder belong to the non-Hindu tribes.
Among the Hiudus the pancity of Raj-
puts is remarkable. It is commonly supposed
that, because ncarly the whole country is
ruled by Rajputs, therefore the population
consists mainly of Rajput tribes: but these
ave werely the dominant race. and the tevri-
tory i~ ealled Rajputana because it is politi.
calf)' possessed by Rajputs. The w hole nun-
ber of this race is roughly estimated at
700,000, and nowhere do they form a major-
ity of the whole population in a State ; but
they are strongest, namerically, in the
nortbern States, and in Marwar. By rigid
precedence the Brahmans occupy the first
rank: they are numerous and influential,
and with them may be classed the peculiar
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and important caste of Charans or Bhats,
the keepers of secular tradition and of the
genealogies. Next come the mercantile castes,
most  belonging to the Jaina sect of Hin-
duisin ; these are followed by the powerful
eultivating tribes, such as the Jats and
Gujars, and then come the non-Hindu or so-
culled aboriginal tribes, chief of whom are
the Minas, Bhils, and Mhairs,

The mass of the peuple are occupied in
agriculivre. In the large {owns banking and
commerce flourish 1o a degree beyond what
would be expected far so Lackward a country.
In the north the stable products for exports
are salt, grain, wouol and cottun: in the south
opium and cotton ; while the imports consist
of sugar, hardware and piece goods. Raj-
putana is very poor in industrial production.
The principal manufactures ave salt, cotton
and woollen goods, carvings in ivory, and
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working 1n metals, &e., all of hich Landi-
cvafts are chiefly canied on in the castern
States. ‘The system of agriculture is very
simple 1 in the country west of the Avavallis
only one crop is raiced in the vear. winle in
other parts south and st ot the Aravadlis
two crops are aised aunually and various

kinds of cereals, pulses, amd fibres ave grown. 23

Thi~ Schoul is now
regulariy organized into two classes, a Senim
and Junior class, At the end of 1900, the
Senior class will have finished the work of
the Training School, and  will alsu have
passed the Vernaenlar Aliddle Examination,
and thus be ready 1o beenme Conference mnem-
bers. The following year the Junior class
will go out, and in this way we hope to, in
a few years, be sending out cach year a
¢lass of voung men well trained for the

district. Tt embraces the entire State of
Bikaner, vhich is 200 miles in length and 160
miles in breadth. It has an arca of 17,676
square miles and a population of 339,000,
representing all classes, hut the majority
are Rajputs o0 Warriors.  Dikaner City, the
capital, is surrounded Ly a wall, 6 feet thick,
15 to 30 feer high. and 3% miles in cireuit.
Tt has a population of 70,900, Puran Mull
and Masdh Dayal live and work in dhis
greal ¢ jangle eity, and pay weckly visits
to «ix near-by villages.

Nagaur is the next place in importance
on this cireuwit. Tt s an anehnt town, sw-
ronnded by a high stone wall. It was the
ground of a terrific and prolunged haitle
during the Maharati invasion of Rajputana.
There ane about fifteen thousand people
living hae, ready to veceive the Gaspel.
This with eight other towns and villages
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forms a large sab-cireuit in  which iwo

PISANGAN CIRCUIT.

Rev., RaAY BallaDUR, PREACHER-IN-(HaRGL.

Pisangan, the head-quarters of this cir
cuit, is a large walled town of about five
thousand inhabitants, situated in the British
Distriet of .Ajmer and tweive miles from the
railway.  Ran Babadur and Lakhsini Chand
are stationed here, and carry en work in four
other villages. Kallu Das is at Kharwa, a
small town on the railway. Ile has five
other large villages in his sub-circuit in
which live two hundred Christians and many
seekers after the Truth,  Bhawana has
charge of a group of <ix villages which is
called the Surajpura sub-cireuif. He is

responsible for the religious training of one

Lundred Christians living in these villages.
Shiv Nath has charge of Beawar sub-cireuit
in which live one hundred and twenty
Christians.  Kallu and Narain both live in
Pisangan where they do mohalle work among
the poor Christians.

PHALERA CIRCUIT.

Rev. J. D. Ransoy, PREAVCHER-IN-CHARGF

Phalera is a railway junction on the Raj-
putana-Malwa Railway with lines running in
four directions. Besides being the head-quar-
ters of the district, it is a very important
centre for Christian work. Heve are two
large Orphanages, one for boys and onc for

airls, in which over four hundred children
24
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are being trained in the Christian life. The
Girls” Orphanage, under Misses Hoftman and
Forsvth, is in a Houriching coudition. The
girls ave taught house-keeping. weaving, lace-
making, and faney needle-work in addition
to the regular course of study. The Boys’
Orphanage has mainiained a high standard of
proficieney in all depautments. Brother
S, Cornelius, Headanaster, and all the teacliers
deserve great ceredit for their painstaking
eflorts 1 training  these hovs.  Brother
Ransown has charge of the evangelistic work
which is divided up into cight sub-cireuits.
He is assisted by the following brethren .—
Ganga Gir, Isa Charan, Bhika Chand,
Chuni Lal, Nihal Chand, Lal Chand, Kishnia
and Panna. The last six are young men sent
out from our schools at Ajmer and Phalera.
We also have an important Medical work

here where hundreds of these poor people

receive free treatment and have the Gospel

preached to them.

RAMSAR CIRCUIT.
Rev. Prapnt Dass, PREAGIER N CHARGT

The Ramwat Cireuit is situated twenty
miles south-cast of Ajmer in the Civil Dis-
triet of Ajmer-Merwary, and is divided into
four sub-civenite,  There are nine workers,
five men and four women, handing out the
Bread of Life to one thonsand four hundred
and twenty-even Christians, and offering it
to thousands of hungry ones in the heathen
panks.  There are many of an aboriginal
tribe, called Mairs, living in this circuit.
Previous to the British accession in 1818,
these people were accustomed] to live, almust
destitute of clothing, by the products of
their herds, by the chase and by plunder.
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But under British intivence they have be.
come civilized and are living in towns and
villages. They scem fo have lost most of
their predatory instinets, but they wee still
classed as thicves by their Rajpul lI'L‘ig}I]JULH'a.
Brother 5. Daud works much among them
and finds them willing and cager to hear uu;
Gospel message.

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THE REV. WILLTAM WESLEY ASHE,
M.D., missionary of the Methodist Episcopal
Chureh, died on Thursday, April 7, in Christ
Hospital, Cincinnati, Ohio, following a linger-
ing illness.

Together
they continued in missionary work in India and were retired on July 1,
1926, Mr. Ashe died in Ohio in 19832,

Mrs. Ashe has spent the last ten years of her life in the Meth-
odist Home for the Aged in Cinclinrati, anu aithough the present manager
does not know her for long, he says that mrs. Ashe was held in high esteem
by the other members of the hume.
