An Historic Event 
On Saturday, ;\larch 19th, at 5 p. m., the i111111e11se 

shamiana on the site of the ne\\' University, Lucknow, 
was thronged with friends of education, including the 
Taluqdars of Oudh who, for half a century, have sought 
for such an institution in this city. Upon the arrival 
of His Excellency, Sir S. Harconrl Butler, Governor of 
the United Provinces of Agra and Oudh, an address 
was presented by Rai G. N. Chakrovati Bahadur, the 
Vice Chancellor, who traceu the evolution of the move­
ment and mentioned the genernus gifts of the Taluq­
dars, the several colleges relate<l to the project and 
the proposed departments oi the llniversity, which 
will include a Faculty of Commerce. in addition to the 
iaculties of :\rt,;. Science an<l >.Jedirine. Examinations 
are to play a less important part than formerly, and 
the l"niversity will iollu\\' a nati\lnal model, with state· 
ly buildings in '' thi, city of pal.1Ces an<l parks." 

His Excellency then proceeded to the foundation 
stone, which contarned a jar with U•>cuments of current 
interest, and when <lcpusitcd.

The swift-moving currents of modern life are 

110\\•here deeper or more portentous 
than in the Indian Empire. 

I T matters not by what name you call 
it-renaissance, reformation, revolu­

tion, reconstruction-there is a silent but 
potent movement at work in India to-day. 
Three hundred and fifteen millions of peo­
ple are waking to a new valuation of life. 
Infinite power is latent in this rising tide 
of humanity. This is a population so vast 
that if the present European war were 
to depopulate France, Austria, Germany, 
England, Belgium and Turkey-in-Europe, 
these countries could be re-populated from 
India alone and still have enoup;h people 
left to equal the number of inhabitants in 
the United States. In fact, the population 
of India exceeds that of all Europe exc<'pt 
Russia, crowded into a territory one-third 
the size o'i the l.:nilcd Slates. What will 
it not mean to the world when ,·a st India 
awa!,es and gires forth the riches of mind 
and h<'art w l~irh I ht> eenturics ha Ye poured 
into her lifr? ~ o nation is more potential. 

The e,·idences of the awal,ening are 
legion. ~o more is ::IIatthew Arnold's in­
terpretation correct, 
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MODERN INDIA 

"The Enst bows low before the blnst 
In silent, deep disdain; 
She lets the legions thunder past, 
To plunge in thought again." 

And even Kipling, that great interpreter 
of the Orient's life, must revise his early 
Mark-Twain-ism, 

"Here lies the fool 
Who tried to hustle the East." 

The "fool" may be dead-but the East is 
hustling just the same. How much the 
"fool" had to do with it does not greatly 
matter. The important thing is the fact 
itself. 

\Ve will group the evidences of this new 
reconstruction under three headings: The 
New National Unity, The New Social 
Order, and The Mass Movement Toward 
Christianity. 

The survey must necessarily be but an 
outline sketch of present tendencies and 
developments. 

MODERN INDIA 

I. THE NEW NATIONAL UNITY 

The war has doubtless helped to pre­
cipitate a molding of the national mind. 
This must be the inevitable outcome of a 
crisis which has suddenly thrown together 
in brotherly relationships such divergent 
groups as Hindu, l\Ioslem, Buddhist, Sikh, 
Christian, Anglo-Indian and Colonist. 
Nothing unites men more solidly than the 
facing of a common foe in a fight for com­
mon ideals. There is a remarkable loy­
alty on the part of the Indian people 
toward Great Britain. This fact will 
stand out in bold relief when we remem­
ber that heretofore there has been no such 
thing as an Indian nation with a con­
sciousness of unity and solidarity. Races 
ha\'e been antagonistic and hateful one to 
another. l\Ir. Sydney Brook declared in 
the North American Review: "Enmity 
among the Indian peoples has been as real 
as that of the Pole to the Prussian or the 
mongoose to the snake; while races are 
as far remo\·ed from one another in inl<'r­
ests, instincts and culture as the ~ew 
Enidander from the Pa13gonian." 

India is made up vf fo~rteen pro,•inces 
and 'ix hunilred and seventy-:ffre nath-e 
states, while there are one imndred and 
forty-seven distinct languages, twenty· 
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MODERN INDIA 

three of which are each spoken by at least 
a million people. To see this vast, unre­
lated, divided people seek co-operation 
and unity is a miracle indeed. They are 
becoming conscious of their common na­
tionality. Hindu and Moslem communi­
ties-out of an age-long antagonism-are 
coming to appreciate each other's worth 
and are uniting in patriotic nationnlism. 

At the meeting of the All-India l\Ios­
lem Leaaue in Agra and at the meeting of 
the Indi~n National Congress in Kar11chi, 
the presidential addresses ga,·e special at­
tention to the need for de,·eloping friendly 
relations and cordial co-operation between 
the Hindu and the l\Ioslem communities, 
and strong resolutions favoring co-opera­
tion were passed by both bodies! 

Christian missions must of necessity be 
strengthened and adjusted to modern 
conditions. We dare not let l\Ioslem and 
Hindu alone unite to form the new 
national life. Christian ideals and prin­
ciples must he at the heart of it. Herein 
lies the only real and pcrm:ment hope of 
the new India. 

There i~ a peril in some of the agitation 
which accompanies the awakening. One 
will" of a"itator' is 01111o<ed to the Gov-,.. " 
ernmcnt ancl westem ;drak E~ trembt > 
arise out of e,·erv such condition. It has 
alwan been tru; in lnmrnn hi,tory. )fr. 
\"aleicitine Chirol, in his volume, l11Jia11 
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U11rrst, quotes as follows from one of the 
leading journals: 

"By whate,·er name-anarchists or se­
ditionists-those may be called who are 
taking part in the movement for indepen­
dence, however many patriots may be sent 
to jail or into exile, yet the spirit pervad­
ing the whole atmosphere will ne,•er be 
checked, for the spirit is so strong and 
spontaneous that it must clearly be di­
rected by Divine Providence." 

Extremes will be corrected by the 
reaction of other forces. All parties are 
sincere-this is the real hope-and out 
of the unrest and the agitation will come 
a constructive policy of national advance. 
Both government and society are adjust­
i ng themselves to the inevitable. The sig­
nificant thing is the new national unity 
and patriotism which is growing out of 
the break-up of olrl ideals and divisions.

II. THE NEW SOCIAL ORDER 

Two outstanding characteristics of the 
new social atmosphere are the attack on 
caste and the demand for the education 
of women. Caste was denounced as a na­
tional peril at a meeting of Hindu men in 
Bombay, presided m·er by the high-caste 
king of one of the richest native states. 
Christian writers and speakers have never 
said such bitter things about caste as these 
words by an educated Hindu Reformer: 
"Caste has produced disunion and discord. 
It has made honest manual labor con­
temptible, and retnrded progress. It has 
brought on physical degeneracy by con­
fining marriage within narrow circles. It 
has suppressed individuality and inde­
pendence of character, and while afford­
ing the opportunity of culture to the 
few, it has caused the degradation of the 
masses. The social svstem ancl the whole 
tone of relip:ious tho~p;ht wilh ils philos­
ophy of fatalism is against the indiYidual­
i>tic self-a«er!ion necessary to success in 
the strup:gle for existence. It is opposed 
to co-oprr::ition for chic ideals, and it 
promotes indifference to life." 

A non-Chrbtian newspaper writes in 
letters of flame the following charge: "It 
is not possible to describe in temperate 
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words the terrible havoc which caste has 
wrought in India. The preservation of 
caste means the suicide of the whole na­
tion." 

Imagine ho\v hard it must be for the 
bones of the ancestors to keep from turn­
ing O\'er in their gra,·es when you read in 
an Indian newspaper that in Bombay last 
December a company of Hindus held an 
all-India inter-caste dinner, organized 
with the avowed object of doing away 
with caste differences. There were four 
hundred and fifty guests, of whom two 
hundred and twentv-five were Brahmans, 
fifty were women, 'and twenty were "un­
touchable outcastes." 

But not only in such feasts do we see the 
castes sitting together. One of the most 
notable advances has been made by the 
Dewan of Tra\'ancore, who nominated two 
members of the so-called depressed classes 
to $Cats in the popular Assembly, the local 
Parliament which meets annuallv under 
his presidency. For two scssio~s thc~e 
"unapproachablcs" Jrn,·c sat side hy side 
with the rt•presentath·cs of the aristocracy 
of thr !::ind and taken their due part in 
the delibPrations of thr ,hsemhh·. 

The breakdown of ca'tc wili'mPan the 
opening of a door of hope to India's di>­
pressrd millions. They arr hdnp; stirred 
for the first time in all history. Hope 
has found a place in their hc::irts.

The complex and sweeping nature of 
the social reform mo\'ement may be seen 
in the resolutions passed by a recent con­
gress of Hindus in the Punjab at Lahore. 
Among the resolutions were: 

I. The amelioration of the oppressed 
classes 

2. Prol1ibition of early marriage 
8. Education of women 
4. Relief of widows and orphans. 

This is nothing short of a re\'olution in 
the whole life and thought of Hinduism. 

"The old order chnngetlt, 
Giving place to nc\v." 

Ancient Hinduism has regarded wom­
anhood with bitter contempt and sus­
picion; the sacred books declare that "to 
educate a woman would be like feeding a 
serpent milk; she would but turn her edu­
cation into poison." In the old days only 
the immoral temple girls were taught to 
i·ead, and respectable girls would conceal 
any education out of shame. What lhink 
you lo read a newspaper account of a 
social conference of Indians in J!l 16 
".hi ch makes the following re\'Olutionary 
declar.1tion? 

"This conference i' 'trongly of opinion 
that eYcry effort 'hould be madl" to pro­
mote and expand the c1lncation <>f women 
-elementary, secondary, and higher-

~·-·· 
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and considers it the dut~· of all educated 
Indians to take steps for the improvement 
of existing schools and for the establish· 
mcnt of others. 

"This conference is of opinion that girls 
should not be married before they are 
sixteen. 

"This conference is strongly of opinion 
that the inj nstice of prohibiting young 
widows in certain cas tcs from remarrying 
should be removed, and that those who 
remarry should not be excommunicated." 

The root of all social progress lies 
in the condition of womanhood. l\f iss 
Eleanor :llcDongall writes in the 111ter· 
11atio11al Review of .lllissions: "India at 
present needs, as it nc1·cr needed before, 
a supply of natil·e women trained to habits 
of independent thought and serious study. 
It is most important that the university 
women of India, whose influence will 
probably be out of all proportion to their 
numbers, should be trained hy Christians." 
\\'hat p:rcater opportunity has e1·cr come 
to the Christian Church!

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III. THE MASS MOVEMENT 
TOWARD CHRISTIANITY 

The masses of India's population find 
in Christianity the fulfilment of their 
spiritual, moral and .material aspirations. 
It is ever so. The common people hear 
Him gladly. He is eyes to the blind, re­
lease to the captive, and good-news to the 
poor. 

Lord Curzon, in giving his ''ice-regal 
valedictory to India, bore a definite tes­
timony to the place of the common people 
in the nation's life. "l\Iy eye," he said, 
"has always rested upon a larger canvas, 
crowded with untold numbers, the real 
people of India, and distinct from any 
class or section of the people, 1t is the 
Indian poor, the Indian peasant, the pa­
tient, humble, silent millions, the eighty 
per cent. who subsist on agriculture. He 
is the bone and sinew of the country; by 
the sweat of his brow the soil is tilled. 
He should be the first and final obj cc>t of 
c1·cry l"ic>croy's regard. He is the man we 
desire to lift in the world, to rcsc>ue from 
tyranny and opprc>sqion." 

X inc-tenths of the people lh"c in vil­
lages. In the whol<' va<t population there 
are only twenty-nine cities of more than 
one hundr<'d thousand. The 1·illage is the 
unit of life in India. 'V11ole villages 
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are turning to the Christian Church for 
baptism. The "Chaudhri," or head man, 
of the village has become the evangelist. 
If the mayors of the American towns 
should suddenly become evangelists, call­
ing the people to repentance, we would 
account it a miracle. 1 t is even more a 
miracle in India. 

All missions are struggling with the 
difficulty of finding and training workers 
to instruct the masses gathered in. The 
task of organizing the com·erts into 
churches is both difficult and urgent. One 
mission has fifty thousand on its wait­
ing list, another one hundred and forty 
thousand, and yet another one hundred 
and fifty-three thousand. 'With sufficient 
Christian teachers and equipment two 
million low-caste people can be baptized 
and trained in ten vears. 

A perpetual P'entecost ! A harvest 
greater in one generation than that pro· 
duced in four lmnd1·cd years in Europe! 
An increase in the United Prol'ince of one 
thousand per cent. in the Christian popu­
lation since 188 I, according to the civil 
census report. An increase in ten ypars 
in the Punjab from 37,000 to 163,000.­
last ~·ear one mission baptizing 38.000. 

"lrnt will be the answer of American 
Christianitv to such a challenge? There 
is but on~ answer-"go or s'Cnd." We 
dare not fail to ad \'ance in a day like this.

April 6, Bishop Fred B. Fisher. 1\-letho<list Episcopal 
Bishop assigned to India, said: "They say that Gandhi 
is not a Christian. He savs he isn't: and if Christ­
ianity were a matter of mere profession an<l pretense, 
that would settle the point. But Gandhi, I tell you, is 
living the Gospel of Jesus. He is demonstrating the 
truth and the power of our Master's teachings. He is 
<'xemplifying Christianity instead of merely preaching 
it; and he is making a joke out of our \Vestern civiliza­
tion which pretends to worship Jesus while it is back­
ing up all sorts of materialistic claims with bayonets 
and battleships." 

Gandhi, Bishop Fisher says, is wielding more power 
than any military dictator and is doing so hy contra­
dicting our \\lestern theories of power. He records 
that Gandhi once said to him that not e\·en our mis­
sionary organizations have faith in Jesus: that in com­
mon with governments they put their ultimate reliance 
with respect to their property upon battleships: "That 
was not ttie way that Jesus taught you to act." Gandhi 
said. "Jesus said, 'If any man take away thy goods 
ask them not again.' "

For Those • Prison Ill

T HE last Sunday in Ol'lobC'r has, for yN1rs, bC'cn set 
ll&jde as Prison Sunday in the churches. The 
A1i\~·il'an Prison Association, therefore, wishes 

to make an a}'lJ.?ea] to all churches to observe the day this 
year on Octobc-~ 26. Each minister is asked to make 
the work of the pi•ii;ons his subj<'ct at ll"ast at one service. 

That which affl'crs, the prisons of the country has an 
in1porla11t bl•aring on the ]iYC•s of 11 large number of its 
population. These prisoQcrs arc often times forgotkn 
because th<"y liYc behind wa-lls where the public docs not 
sec them. They ·are, howevcr,'bum11n beings, whose needs 
are ver~' great, and whose intc"1;psts must not be over­
looked bv those who a re followers of Him who said, "I 
was in i);·ison 11111! ye visi!C'd me." '< 

Crime is on the increase in this country to an alarming 
degree: The Census of 1 !J04 showed 10.0 prisoners for 
"''cry one lnmdre<I t housnnd of our pop1;1lation. The 
Census of 1!JI0 showed 125 prisoners for e''~ry one• hun­
dred thousand of our population. The C<•ns\1s of HJ22 
showed 150 prisoners for ev<'ry one hundred ·thousand 
of our population. The C'l'nsus, therefore, shows that 
from 190 ~ to 1922 c1·ime incrcnscd in this countrv ll t 
the appalling rate of 50 per cent. Ewry year app;·o.xi­
mntcly one out of cwry 666 citizens of the country greet.s 
the new year in prison. 

In 1910 th,• entire number confowd in prisons was 
4i!J,736, ll population greater than any one of our kn 
smallest Stales, and larger than the combined popula­
tion of four of our smaller St ates: \Vyoming, ~evada, 
Ala,ka, and Delaware. 

Ther<'forc, the quest ion of what can br done in hand­
ling the offcondcr is n subject which should re11uirc the 
suggestions and combined wisdom of all who seek to make 
thi, a lwtlt-r land in which to liw. Arni !llC' discu"'ion 
of !hi, topil' throughout lh<' countr~· in cwry pulpit by 
fhosl' who arc interested in the bclternll'nt of mankind is

But the other side of that story is that 
in a certain house in that city there was a company of 
men and woman praying for him, and the angel entered 
the prison in an<wrr lo thC'ir prayer<. 

If men in prisons arc going lo be made free from sin 
and from the fetters that bind them, the churches must 
take an interest in the prison problems of the country. 
It is not a question of puni,Jnnml hut of reformation 
that must be worked out in th,, pri,ons. n,,,·cngc doc' 
not bdong to man: "\" cngc·ancc i< min"; I will repay, 
saith the Lord." 

Prisons arc infhll'nccd too much by politics and hy 
business, and this is lnrgcly because the religious world 
has not madr it,e]f more potently frlt in hacking np th<' 
moral work which lhl· pri,011' ought to do. Th<• forec· of 
no influence of the country i, >o lll'<'dl'd to ht' brought to 
bear upon the prisons of today 11< thr inflncnce of the 
churchc-s, in order I hat I he pri<ons may more strongly 
cnl<'r into the work of "chnral'kr huilcling," which is their 
highest duty. 

If the churches would he more lik<' the little band of 
Christians that prayed for P<'tcr, no greater pow<'r could 
h~ brought to hear npon the prisons to ma1.c them better.

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Nationalism and the Methodist Church in India. 
Bishop Fred B. Fisher Describes New Step in Indian Leadership. 

By H. C. FOSTER. 

How Methodism raced and weathered a serious crisis in 
India during the \Vide·spread nationalist, or ho1nc-r11Je 1nove­
ment there, is told by Bishop Fred B. l•'isher, resident bishop 
of Calcutta, just returned to this country for a few months. 
After the death of illrs. Fisher at Darjeeling last sunnner, a 
loss which deeply grieved all who knew her and her devo· 
lion to India. .Not a single engagement was missed by Bishop 
Fisher and in nine months and a half lie has preached two 
hundred and eighty-six times. He ha; travelled 32,000 miles 
in India, visited every l\lethodist chapel and church in his 
Area and the home of every pastor and missionary. 

"The great nationalist movement in India has made itself 
felt licenly in other fields than the political," said Bishop 
~'isher. "It has affected the thinking of Indian folk in every 
walk of life. In Indian 
Methodism there grew 
a restlessness which 
manifested itself in a 
diminishing sympathy 
on the part of national­
ist leaders for the 
methods and supervi· 
sion of our mission­
aries. Their criticism 
in matters of adminis­
tration \Vas, at tin1es, 
so keen as to suggest 
even rancor. AnalyzeU, 
this restlessness was 
a c..:onsciousness of ('U~

demn.nded Pxpr(~s.:ion in 
larger duties and in­
creased responsibilities 
-a condition natural to 
the r a p i cl progrL•ss 
made by our Indian 
leaders.

"As a result, Methodism adjusted itself to the new rondi· 
tion, having the machinery already forged in earliPr years of 
its history. The great democracy needed no basic change re· 
quiring legislation to be proposed and secured only after Jong 
and perilous delays. Instead it was a problem which, once 
worked out in the abstract. was one dealing with personnel. 
The Reverend J. R. Chifarnbar has been elected President of 
Lucknow Christian College which has an Indian at its helm 
for the first time in its history. Tht> Revt>rcnrl J. Devadasan 
(whose nam<'. by the way, m<'ans Disciple-of-God and comes 
clown through a Jong line of high-caste Hindu ancestors) be· 
came Principal of the Barcilly TheoJogkal Seminary lllr. 
J,. 13. Chatterjee became Principal of the Collins Institute in 
Calcutta. And a number of other Indian Jcadl•ts have be<.>n 
appointl'd District Superintendents it~ various <'Onferenres 
throughout India. 

"In all these different aspects of mission work in which 
Indian n1cn \Vt?re put in C'on1plete chargP, son1c of our O\\"ll 
1nissionaries \Vere retaincU as subordinates, save one. That 
is the Collins Institute, Calcutta. Not a single• while man 

as hard, if not harder. 
than other parts of the world in the great after-war financial 
stress. In Burma 60 1ier cent of the total budget was mised 
locally, also. The vision of an expan<ling l\Ietho<listn is an 
essential part of the lnrlian Church. llcfore my departure 
from Calcutta one of our great Methodist laymen there, a 
man born and reared in that city, gave $115,000, gold, to the 
Church for its purposes in India. F'ro1n such sources as \\'ell 
as from the Board of Foreign :\lissions, Methodist property in 
Calcutta now totals $1.:i00,000, gold, value on which the total 
indebtedness is less than $100,000.

'The Spirit MoYes zn India 
By BISHOP FRED B. FISHER 

I
T is impos•ible to estimate the effect of Christianity on the 
life of India today by merely tabulating the number of hap· 
tisms. Naturally the missionaries rejoice in the hundreds 
of thousands of peoJ)le who are crowding toward mission 

centers and demanding baJJtism. Our ~lethodist E!liscopal 
Church last )'<'ar ba1itizrd more than 37,000; that is a Pentecost 
of 3,000 each month, or more than 100 a day. 

""ere we to list these baptismal victories as evidences of the 
fart qrnt missions are worth while, all expenditures up to date 
\\'OUlcl hr abun<lnntl.'' justifiC'd. lint 1nissionaries of \\'icle vision 
and of deep insii;ht arr conscious of the fact that there is a vast 
spiritual n1ovc1111:nt at ,,·ork aside fro1n the organizC'd Christian 
forces. 

There are movements in Hinduism, Buddhism and Moham· 
n1eclnnisn1 ''"hic.-h give pron.1ise of tre1n('11dous spiritual results. 
Would it nut be a r•·marlrnble development if giant spiritual 
leacl<'rs were to be pro<luced within these non-Christian peoples 
who would do for their respecti.-c religions what Luther and 
his associat<>s did for Christianity'! As an evidence that such 
movements nre talting place ~Ir. Gandhi might be cited. He 
frankly states that the iclealism of his movement draws its life 
from the princiJ)les of Jesus. Yet he is not a ba1itized Christian. 
Other developments in the various sections of India arc mani· 
festing this same deYotion to Christian ideals.

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and remain within the Hindu social system, letting the leaven 
of his own life and personality and faith work out among his 
fellows. Let it be said to the credit of the missionaries who were 
present that night that not one adverse voice was raised. Not 
one man said that this stand was cowardly. Every man and 
woman entered into the fullest sympathy with the speaker. There 
was a warm prayer meeting, and when the session adjourned 
we were all grateful that this man right out from Hindu ranks 
had Ileen enabled to tell the Christian missionaries exactly what 
he thought of them, of their methods, of their Occidental weak· 
nesses and of their own life among his own ]leO!lle. That was a 
rare hour in the history of missions. 

The next day ~Ir. Roy sought me out ancl in the conversation 
expressed his conviction that he was heing called to dedicate his 
life to some special form of missionary activity. "I do not wish 
to be baptized. I cannot join your Conference, nor your group 
of workers, but could you not set me aside to go among my own 
people and !lreach to them in my own way and give them the 
interpretation of the life of Christ as I now sec it and feel it?" 
This was indeed a very odcl statement to make to a ~Icthodist 
bishop. Every missionary naturally thinks that one must leave 
the old life and take on all the responsibilities and even the 
sufferings of the new. Dut I had been witnessing in India for 
the past few years a tremendous movement of a S]liritual nature 
among non.Christian grouJ)s; therefore, might not this be an 
opportunity for a method of peaceful penetration or a leavening 
process? Therefore, I will not crush it but will welcome it. At 
the close of the ConfPrence session, when I had read the appoint· 
ments of the preaeMrs. just before the benediO'lion was pro· 
11ounced, I asl<ed ~Ir. Roy to come forward. Ile was a little 
shockecl because' he did not know just what I intended to do. I 
got his right hand in mine and said: 

A Special Episcopal Appointment 
"~Ir. noy, you arc not a ~lNhodist preacher. I cannot read 

your name in this list of appointments, but I hereby extend to 
you the right hand of fellowship and I give you a slJiritual aJJ. 
pointment to go out among your own ]leople and lift their faces 
towarcl the face of Jesus Christ. You will not be asked to report 
to any missionary. Nobody will audit any of your accounts. 
Nobody wm act to guide your movements. Nobody will charge 
you with heresy in any sermon you may preach. John Wesley 
at one time saicl, 'If thy heart be as my heart, giYe me thine 
hand.' I wish to repeat those words of ~Ir. Wesley, the founder 
of our communion, to you. Go forth among your peo1ile. T<•ach 
them aud pr0ach as you will and let me l<now next year what 
results haYe attended )'our labors." 

Along with ~Ir. Roy was a young Christian college lad who had 
taken the robes of the Christian Sarlhu (or holy man). This 
young man and ~Ir. nor decided that thei• woulcl link their Jives 
together. the one in going among the Indians as a Christian 
holy 1nan, follo\\"ing nftf:'r th<' trnditional ln<lian syste1n, \\"hilP 
the Hindu established his home and worked out along other 
methods. I consulted with the treasurer and the district superin· 
tendent and we agreed to tal<e out of Confer.,nce funds a sufficient 
amount to rent a home in the heart of a thicl<ly po1mlated 
Hindu community in the ,·cry district where Tagore"s school is 
located anti near the ancestral home of Lord Sinha, the first 
Indian peer in the Driti,h n·alm, and settle :llr. noy and his 
family in that home so that week after week and month after 
month the great mo\'()ment of Indian ee<·kers after truth might 
stop with them and kal'll th0 better way of life and rc<km1ition.

T is imp1">-ihl0 to estimate the effect of Christianity on the 
li!r of India today by mcrt>ly tabulating the number of hap· 
tisms. Naturally the missionaries rejoice in the hundreds 
of thu1rnands of 1wo1ile who arc crowding toward mission

his ,.~:.:;ociati..'$ did for f'hristinnity? }.s an evidence that such 
movc•mcnts are taking place Mr. Gandhi might be cited. He 
trnnkly states that the idcahsm of his movement draws its life 
from the principles of Je•us. Yet lw is not a baptized Christian.

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and remain within the Hindu social system, letting the leaven 
of his own life and personality and faith work out among his 
fellows. Let It be said to the credit of the missionaries who were 
pre"ent that night that not one adverse voice was raised. Not 
one man said that thi• stand was cowardly. Every man ancl 
woman entered into the fullest sympathy with the speaker. '!"here 
\\'as a \\"arn1 pray<'r n1r<'ting, and \\'hen the session adjourned 
we were all grateful that this man right out from Ilindu rank• 
had been ennhled to tell the Christian missionaries exactly what 
he thought of them, of their methods, of their Occiclental weak· 
nesses and of their own life among his own people. That was a 
rnr<' hour in thC' history of 111issions. 

'!"he next clay ~Ir. Hoy ••rnght me out and in the conversation 
expressed his <"omiction that he was heing calle•I to dedicate his 
life to some special form of missionary actiYity. "! do not wish 
to br liaptized. I cannot join your Conference, nor your group 
of workers, but could you not set me aside to go among my own 
pC'opJe and pr0nrh to thC'n1 in n1y O\\·n \\·ay and givf' then1 th<" 
int<'rpretation of the life of Christ "" 1 now sec it ancl feel it?"' 
This was indeecl a \'ery ocld statement to make to a ~Iethodist 

bishop. Every mis•ionnry naturally thinks that one must leave 
thr old life and take on all the responsibilities and even the 
sufferings of the new. But I had been witnessing in India for 
the past few yrars n tremcndou• movement of a spiritual nature 
among non.Christian groups; therefore, might not this be an 
opportunity for a 1ncthocl of Jll'accful penetration or a lt\n,·cning 
pro .. ess? Therefore, I will not <"rush it but will welcome it. At 
the close of the Conference session, when I had read the appoint· 
ment" of the prc.tt'hrrs. just hdore the hcnediottion was pro· 
nounced, I asked :llr. Hoy to come forward. lie was a little 
"hoekccl bccaus .. he clid not know Just what I intended to tlo. I 
got his right hand in mine and said: 

A Special Episcopal Appointment 
":\Ir. Roy, you arc not a ).JPthoclist pr0nchcr. I cannot r£>ad 

your na111e in this list of n11point1nent~. hut 1 hc1eby extend to 
you the right hand of fellowship and I give you a 'piritual ap. 
pointment to go out among your own people and lift tlwir faces 
toward the face of J<'sus Christ. You will not be asl<ed to report 
to any missionary. Nobody will audit any of your accounts. 
Nobody will act to guide your movements. Nobody will charge 
you with heresy in any sermon you may preach. John Wesley 
at one tin1c saicl, 'If thy heart be as 1ny heart, give n1c.• thine 
hand.' I wish to repeat those words or ~Ir. \\"es!Py, the founder 
of our communion, to you. Go forth among your 1ieople T•"•ch 
them and preach as you will and Jet me know next year what 
results have attended your labors."' 

Along with ~Ir. Ruy wns a young Christian college lad who had 
taken the robes of the f'hristian Sadhu (or holy man). This 
young man and :IIr. Hoy decided that they would link their lives 
togC'thcr. the one in going among the Indians as a Christian 
holy man, following after the traditional Jnclian system, whil<' 
the Hindu establi"hed his home and worked out along other 
methods. I eonsulted with the trcasur0r and the district su110rin­
tcnd0nt and we agr<•Nl to take out of Conference funds a snfiicicnt 
amount to rPnt a hom~ in the hl'art of a thickly po11ulatr<J 
Jlindn co1nn1unit:"-' in the very district \\"here ·ragorc's srhool is 
located and near the ancestral home of Lortl Sinha, the first 
Indian peer in the Dritisb realm, antl settle i\lr. Roy and his 
family in that home so thnt wee!< after week and month after 
month the great movement of Indian serk<'rs aft<'r truth might 
stop with them and learn th0 better way of life ancl redemption.

Chancellor of the Exchequer of Gr~at 
Britain, delivered an address on repara· 
tions and in tornational debts that cast 
a good deal or light upon a subject con­

cerning which there has been much confusion here and else· 
"her<.>. II<.> said, as far as the financial obligations of Great 
Britain to this country are concern<.>d, that they wore "certain to 
be provided for." The reparations debt of Germany growing out of 
the war wits put at about $32,000,000,000, and of the principal 
remaining debts. )Jr. )lcl<enna stated: "The liability of France 
to the Unitl'Cl States and Groat Britain is $6,500.000,000, and of 
Italy to the game two countries $4,500,000,000. Hussia owes these 
countries $3,500,000,000 and a further $1,000.000,000 to France." 
These are the largest international claims that history r<.>cords. 
The largest intorgovernment debt over known, before the late 
war. was that of l•'rm1cc to Germany in 1871 under the Treaty of 
Franlifort. I he sum reaching about $1,000,000.000. lie is of the 
opinion that "Gcirnu111y can pay so1ucthing, though not in the 
f<1r1n or undc·r the conditions it is nO\\' sought to ilnpose upon 
h<'r." and that "no solution of the r<.>JJarations problem is pos,i· 
hie unless 1iolitical considerations are gubordinat<.>d to economic 
facts."

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America Penetrating the Orient 
Bishop Fred B. Fisher, D.D., F.R.G.S. 

W E are living in a new India. It is impossible to list 
the contrasts between the India we first knew sixteen 
years ago and the India which now confronts us. S"he 

was then a colony; she is now a nation. One of the great 
things which the war did for India was to lead her to the 
threshhold of nationhood within the British Empire. 

The recent governmental reforms will give the educated 
people in local communities and in provinces an unprecedented 
opportunity to test thefr metal and to train themselves for 
larger political responsibilities. The British Parliament has 
dealt liberally and generously with the problem, and India 
has responded splendidly. 

Unrest in All Countries 
You will read much of the unrest now abroad. I am con­

vinced, howeve1·, that the unrest in India is propo1tionately 
less serious than in many of the countries of Europe and 
the Near East. En route to India we came by way of Eng­
land, France, Switzerland, Italy, an<l Egypt. Certainly India 
is far more stable than Italy or Austria, and I am of the 
opinion that, according to the POJl'lliation and th~ state of 
political advancement, there is as much unrest in countries 
like France, England, and America as one will find in India. 
Unrest in these days is not an element which is confined to 
any one race or any one nation. It is one of the universal 
aspects of present-day life. It has attendant dangers and 
difilcultics, but apa1'l from unheeding violence, which is always 
an unhealthy sign in any moYemcnt, it docs not take a very 
experienced prophet to declare that the wo1·ld will be set for­
ward much more sure!,· hy a measure of discontent than by 
~upine indifference to polit1ca1, industrial, social, and religious 
c·oncl1tion~. 

Of course, cat•h country has its 0\\,1 particular manifesta­
tions. India now present,; a type calle<I non-co-operation, or 
peaceful resistance to what is callc1l foreign things. It e\'en 
iroes to the length of attempting to withdraw students from 
the high schools, colleges, an<! universities. It also attempts 
to name Christianity as a foreign product, and seeks to 
blacken professing Christians with the charge of de-nationali­
zation or allegiance to a foreign power. It is a sort of spir­
itual boycott. The mo,·ement is led by ;\Ir. Gandhi, a very

America is to-day in a position where she can afford to have 
generosity and yet at the same time she must maintain her 
integrity, demand honor for her flag, extend her trade, spread 
her ideals, and take a real nation's place in the world. 

Those of us on this side of the earth are very anxious 
that the United States will take a leading part in the \vork 
which is now evidently committed to the English-speaking 
world. Our destiny and the destiny of the human race is 
vitally dependent upon high-minded and large-hearted co­
operation between America and the entire British Emph-e. If 
one studies the present development of the British Empire, 
he will become convinced that it is enlarging and expanding 
not along the lines of ancient Rome nor modern Germany, 
but with the purpose of granting to each country within the 
empire full nationhood. The conferences of the premiers of 
the different sections, the new parliamentary outlook, the 
consciousness of imperial citizenship, are elements that be­
speak this new day. If one thinks of the principles of Western 
civilization and tries to conceive of a peaceful development 
of the countries bordering upon the Atlantic without the co­
operation of the United States, Canada, and England, and 
without their standing side by side in ideals and purposes, he 
has an intellectual feat to perform which is extremely diffi­
cult. At the same time, let him try to picture the peaceful 
development of all those countries that touch the vast Pacific, 
without the close co-operation of the United States, Canada, 
the Philippines, ilfalaysia, Australia, New Zealand, and India. 

It is, therefore, highly gratifying to the Americans living 
in Southern Asia to note the generous attitude of the new 
Yicero;,·, Lewd Reaclini:r. to e\'e1~·thing American. The home 
papers l1a\ e undoubtedly carried his gre:it speech on Americ;i, 
<lelh·ered to the English-speaking Union 1n London on Lin­
coln's birthtlay. He speaks with pride of hi< four trip' to 
. .\merica during the "·ar. He mentions the nlagnnnin1ou.s 
way in which America, without ever claiming recogmtion for 
the services rende1 ed, vote1l by special congressional act to 
send millions of ounces of silver to India during the w:ir to 
stabilize exchange, commerce, and industry. This act took 
place at an hom· of crisis during the conflict, an<l the knowl­
edge that America was interested in the st:ibilizing of com­
merce at the extreme reaches of the Pacific gaYe new heart 
-·· 1 ................... 1-.,..+i. +,.. o\ .. :~ ... v....1 +,.. 1:' .. ~ .......... .., 
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with serious reflection would concede that the movement can 
permanently establish itself. Government officials are deal­
ing with this awakening patiently and with broad-minded 
statesmanship. The spirit of awakening is certainly wel­
comed in the Orient by all persons interested in its develop­
ment. It is but natural that there should be some temporarily 
misguided leaders and a certain amount of misdirected effort; 
but in the end right will prevail, currents of life and thought 
will be seen in the right perspective, and will adjust them­
selves to the channels of progress and co-operation. India 
can no more afford to refuse to co-operate with modern life 
than can America, and this truth wiM be recognized shortly. 
We have our share of strikes, but managed, of course, in 
Oriental fashion rather than Occidental. 

Present Estimate of America 
Speaking of America's international relationships, most 

of the allied world have been of late quite bitter against 
America because of her attitude on the League of Nations, 
and once or twice it has been difficult for me to keep my 
temper even in polite social circles, where ladies and gentle­
men who should have known better made bitter attacks upon 
our ideals, our Jl'Urposes, and our sincerity, when their own 
nations had greatly profited by the war and when we had 
gained not one foot of territory nor increased our political 
dominion. Ame1·ica was farther removed from the war than 
perhaps any other nation in the \VOrld, and yet when the hour 
struck, she arose in great moral consecration to take her 
place in the conflict. She had less to gain than any other 
nation. Her treaties did not bind her to immediate action 
as did the treaties of other countries. Her territories were 
not invaded; her economic life was not throttled; her future 
destiny was not challenged. If any nation ever entered into 
a war from high and holy principles, and if any nation ever 
came forth from a Wal' with hands clean, it was the United 
States of America in the recent world conflict. 

Fortunately, one finds within the last two months a notice­
able change in the attitude of the press and the people gen­
erally toward America. I am Jed to think that it is because 
of confidence in the new administration. I am also convincei! 
•hat it is because there is a consciousness abroad that America 
not only intends to take lwr share in the world's work but to 
defend her right' and her moral ideals e:rnctly as any other 
nation would defend its integrity. There are two kimls of 
generosity. One is a weak-willc<I yielding of that which is 
one·~ 0\\"11 'vithout any ~en"c of its Ynlue and \\'ithout a11y 
knowledgQ of what the gift will b<·otow upon those who re­
ceive it; the other is that type which knows the value of the 
gift, the position of the giver, and the need of the recip1ent. 
The one represents the i:-enerosity of weakness; the other 
represents the gem•1 oBity of strength. Americ·ans abroad 
want their count1 y to Le regarded "s generous Lut not fatuous. 

American Goods and Christian Ideals 
With the favorable attitude of the new viceroy toward the 

United States, we may expect to see a great impetus given 
to the trade relations of the two countries. Any American 
would be amazed and proud to go through the streets of the 
great cities of India, and even back into the country towns, 
to find practically everything he wishes from America. It 
would be impossible to give the list in any such article as 
this. You may buy everything from the most expensive auto­
mobile to the tiniest carpet tack, and from the most expensive 
piano to the smallest traveling Victrola. Recently, in an in­
terior town, my host was in need of an axe. We went down 
to the bazaar, expecting to purchase the ordinary hammered 
iron Oriental instrument, but to our amazement the little 
shop keeper got down from the shelves one of the best Amer­
ican axes and a good American hatchet. Asking him if these 
were the only American instruments he had that were used 
for cutting, he reached into.a little d1·awcr and brought forth 
a Gillette blade. My host remarked that a Gillette blade was 
not supposed to "cut," but this Occidental joke fell dead 
before this stoic Oriental interested in selling his wares. 

America will find herself more and more drawn into eco­
nomic co-operation with all the rest of the world. American 
goods will be demanded in the world market everywhere. 
Let every American manufacturer take heed that the standard 
must be kept up to the very best. Japan during the war had 
opportunity tc firmly establish her commercial supremacy in 
India and the surrounding countries, because Europe, busy 
with her own affairs, had practically ceased to zompete with 
her in the Oriental markets, !:;·~t the goods proved to be so 
poor that there is a great turning of the tide away from 
Japanese goods. In every bazaar you could find Japanese 
matches, but in attempting to strike them ~·ou would disco,•er 
that a half dozen would burn out immediately, while perhaps 
the seventh would strike if joine<l with an eighth. America 
has the opportunity of the ages to peacefully penetrate the 
world not only with her economic products but with her ideals, 
not in the spirit of conquest but of service. The exporte<l 
products and ideals should be her highest and best. 

Let us not forget to send our .!\.n1erican Jlrote::.tnnt inter· 
prctution of the gospel of Jesu:::: Chri~t. and 11.,,t ~.s not forg-et 
to $e'1d our p01icy of p1·in1a1y t-•lu1.:ation. \\'hat n gieat thin:.;

"There's a Long, Long Trail A-winding" to 85 Epworth League Institutes

"ONE learns to do by doing," is an axiom long accepted 
in the realm of secular education. Rut 1t is only 
within recent years that it is beginning to find a place 

in religious instruction. In the past 1f a )le1·son IJccamc a 
successful leader in work among young people in out· churches, 
it was because, like Topsy, he or she "jes' growed" into the 
place. To-day young people are bemg t1·ainecl for leadership, 
for Christian servic..:. All that is worthwhile in the prin­
ciples of pedagogy and psychology is beinp: applied to the 
task of the church in building up the spiritual and moral life 
of its future membership. 

The Epwo1·th League may be likened to a great system 
of schools where young people of the Methoclist Episcopal 
Church are in training for their future responsibilities to 
the church and to that larger sphere of activity-the kmgdom 
of God upon ear!h. Its 714,000 members, scattered every­
where up-on the face of the globe, make it one of the world's 
largest universities. Its alumni are to be found in the pews 
of every l\Iethodist Episcopal Church, in thousan<ls of pulpits 
in America, and in active service on every mission field. 

Future Leaders of Methodism 
The hope of the Methodist Episcopal Church for the days 

that are just ahead of us is with the young people. And the 
young people are in the various League chapters. On their 
side of thi1·ty there is vision, enthusiasm, courage, heroism, 
dash, and the power to sacrifice to the utmost. If the world 
is to be sa,·ed from sordidness, sadness, and selfishness, it 
must be saved by its youth. 

The Epworth League is organized to develop the vision, 
direct the enthusiasm, stimulate the courage, challenge the 
heroism, and utilize the power for sacrifice for the salvation 
of the world.

"the most popular summer educational assembly in this coun· 
try." But it is more. It is a combination of chautauqua, 
can1p meeting, religious trainin~ can1p-. and sun1mc1· outing. 
And Epworth League institute 1s an assembly of wide-awake, 
forward-looking young illethodists who know how to mingle 
work and piny in sueh proportions that piny 1s recreation 
and '"ork a joy. As they \\'Ork nnd play they catch a vision 
of the 'vor1<l's need nnd the i\Iastei·'s pa~sion for the !-iulvation 
of the world. They !war Christ's chall<'nge nnd call to follow 
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him, and they dedicate the strength and the enthusiasm of 
youth to his service wherever he may lead them. 

Perhaps in the very enthusiasm of these ins\ itutcs lies 
one of their greatest assets. "Nothing great was e\·er 
achieved without enthusiasm," says Emerson. And enthusi· 
asm is one of the few useful things of life that are contagious. 

Growth of Instil utes 
The spread of the institute idea throug:hout the church 

has been nothing short of marvelous withm the past few 
years. Jn 1900 twelve institutes were held-it was the first 
year of their work. In 1918 there w<•re forty-four, but in 
J!J20 the number had increased to sc,·enty-six. 

Thirty-five thousand young people atteJH!ed the lfl20 in­
stitutes. Almost 4,000 signed life decision cards, each dedi­
cating his or he1· lifo to some definite form of Chi istian 
service. From these consecrations will come the ministers 
of to-monow, the missionaries \\"ho will carry the gospel 
message to America's far outposts and to e\·e1·y mission land. 
Thousands of others will during long years to come better 
serve their fellow men, their commumty, their God in the 
home church, because of the knowledge, vision, and enthusiasm 
afforded by the institutes. 

Not all the J!J20 institutes were held within the United 
States. From South America comes the wo1·d that a great 
gathering of young people was held there, under the leader­
ship of Dr. George A. Miller; Dr. J. J. Kingham and the Rev. 
J. R. Chitambar conducted institutes in India; J\lexico City 
and Singap()re each had an institute. And this year China 
will' be added to the list with a gathering that promises to 
be historical, under the direction of Paul Hutchinson and Miss 
Geraldine Townsend. 

The Daily Program 

Institutes begin the last of il!ay and continue through the 
summer, closing with the opening of the schoob year. Usually 
they begin on Monday evening with the formal introduct1011 
of the faculty members and an effort to help everybody get 
acquainted with everybody else. On Tue"<lny morning the 
work begins at 6.30 with the illorning Watch Service and con­
tinues through the week.

Bengali Disttict, largest district in Bengal Confe1ence, Principal 
of Collins Hi~h School, Vice-president, Bengal Christian 
Conferenr.e, Secretary, Indian Christian Association, etc. 
First Indian delegate to the General Conference from Bengal, 

one of the best preachers in the whole city, a man of out· 

standing ability, now reduced to the statu~ of a p1eachn in a 

small town Church at Suri. Salary Rs. 260, and allowances 

Rs. 75, total Rs. 325. This is what he received as a single 

man. Now as a married man his salary 1s Hs. 135 in all. 

He has also been asked to retu1n the car which was given to 
him in America for 111s work, no matter what the work 
might be.

"Building the Indian Church", Bishop Fisher ha; also been quite 

vocal on such topics as creati,·c personality, indigenous leadership 

and initiative on the pall of the Indians. But we fail to understand 

!low these noble virtues ca11 thrire in an atm•>sphcre of fear, 

suppression, lack of opportunity for sclf-expres>ion, and autocracy. 

\Ve ha1·e also bc~n deceired about the love of Bish"P Fisher for 
India.
