Fiftv-seven years ago this spring
a stocky, small-town ministerial
student named Frederick Thomas
Keeney walked into Elbridge
Methodist Church and preached his

first sermon for pay, receiving
$2.34.
On Sunday, Bishop Frederick

Thomas Keeney, one of the out-
standing figures in  American
Methodism, veteran of 10,000 pub-
lic speaking appearances, will enter
First Methodist Church here on
the arm of a ifriend to preach for
the last time.

Bishop Keeney, ill of arthritis,
has been ordered Lo stop working
permanently and rest.

The 78-year-old prelate will
preach his valedictory Sunday at
11 o'clock. He will go into the
church, which he once served as
pastor, on the arm of Dr. Charles
Wesley Flint, bishop of the Syra-
cuse area, who will conduct Bishop
Keeney's last service.

The title of the aged cleric’s
last address will be “An Itinerant’s
Valedictory.”

erant all his life. As Lthe son of a
Methodist preacher to whom new
assignments were frequent, he
lived in a dozen different villages
in his childhood, among them
South Otselie, North Chenango,
Willett, Flemingville, Tioga Center
and Danby. -

As a minisier himself, he lived
and worked in two nations and
many sections, His first pasiorale
was at Erieville. Later, after his
graduation from Syracuse Univer-
sity in 1886, he served churches
in Cincinnatus, Tully, Cazenovia,
Elmira, Penn Yan and Syracuse.
He was pastor of First Church
here from 1903 to 1919,

As a bishop, to which office he
was elected in 1920, he directed

the affairs of Methodism in China
for four vears, in the large Omaha,
Neh., area for another four years,
and in the Atlanta, Ga.,Zarea, cov-
ering Georgia, South Cﬁ(’_rblina and
Florida, for eight years.—-

Bishop Keeney theoreijcally re-
tired five years ago, but-while he
was officiaily on the list™of the Te-
{ired, he put in the four-most ac-
tive wvears of his career. Xrom
1936 to 1940 he was heaf of Meth-
odism's Million Unit Fellowship
Movemenl, a worldwide campaign
1o strengthen the church spirilu-
ally and financially. Li. .

As President Roosevelt said in comment-
ing on the latest Japanese move, the United
States has tried for two years to appease
Japan. We have allowed her to obtain oil
here. Some estimates indicate that about
60 per cent of Japan's oil™has come from
the United States. As President Roosevelt
says, if we had cut off the oil, Japan prob-
ably would have used that as g reason for
attacking the Dutch East Indies. If this
appeasement delayed Japan's advance, it did
not in the end prevent it. For the same
reason we did not freeze Japanese funds
in this country when we impounded those
of her two Axis partners recently. Always
there has been the hope that a folerant
policy by the United States would evoke
response in Japan. :

‘There
are many splendid Americans who have
worked with these Japanese fo lkeep the
peace. But when the military in ‘Tokvo
brush aside all that has been done and
starl on the road lo aggression, the liberal
elements find themselves helpless, ‘Fhere
never was a {ime when the Chinese-Japanese
situation could not have been setlled with
ithe conciliatory aid of the Uniled States
if the militarists in Tokyo had not succumbed
to the gospel of conquest, and seliish
exploitalion.

Frederich Thomas Kency was born Icbruary 9, 1863, to Seabury Brown
X.eeney and Mehina listher Andrews Keeney at Fabius, New York on his
grandfather's farm n Keeney's Settlement, a grant to his forefathers from
Tonnecticut, awarded 1o Revolutionary War soldiers.

He was graduated at Wyoming Sentinary in 1882; there he met Georgia
Barepla Smith: they were married August 3, 1886; she died in 1928,

Syracuse University conferred on him Ph.B. in 1886, }*h.M. in 1888, D.D.
in 1800 and LI.I) in 1920, He was a member of the Deltn Kappa Enpsilon
Fraternity, also of I'hi Beta Kappa.

His father entered the ministry when Frederick was two months old; so
he lived in the parsonages at South Otselic, North Chenango. Willett, Fleming,
Tioga Center and Danby in the Wyoming Conference,

Licensed to preach in 1883, he was ordained Deacon in 15386, when he
joined the Central New York Conference, and Elder in 15838, His pastorates
included, as student supply at Erieville, then Cincinnatus '86-7, Tully '85-9,
Cazenovim "9o-32, Hedding, Elmira "93-% and agnin ‘01 to ‘04, Penn Yan '93-9,
Presiding Elder, Auburn District, "99-"11, pustor, Ifirst, Syracuse '04-'18.

He was FEaecutive Secretary for the Missionary Centennial '10-°20 and was
vlected DBishop in 1320, serving the Foochow Arca four years, the Omaha Area
four years and the Atlanta Area eight years to his “retirement” in 1436

After retirement, he became Executive Secretary of the Million Unit Fel-
towship for four fruitful years

He was a2 member of ten General Conferences, 1904-40 anclusive. of the
Uniting ¢onterence 143y and of four Northeastern Jurisdictional Conferences,
1940-1952 inclusive  He Berved on the Board of Missions and the Board of
Pensions continucasly from 1308 to 1436,

He represented the Methodist Episcopal Church at the Ecumenical Con-
ference in Lidinburgh, Scotland in 16l

He was assigned to return to China i 1928-30¢ to holp organize and to
preside at the East asia Contral Conterence at Nanking which elected the first
Chinese Hishop.

He was associated with st Charceh, Syracuse, from 1852 where he was
licensed to preach as stud: nt myember 182.36, as pastor 'of to '1§8 and as
Pastor-Imerltus "38-'52  [Cor years, whill servung the gens ral Chureh, he sen-
timentally crried a Koy to iest Chure in his pockaot.

Much us I would like to pay my personal tribute to thus remarkable servant
of God, 1 think the tribute of the ftegro Ex-U'resideat of Claflin College, Dr.
J. B, Randolph, volres i tribute not only of the ne groes hut also of New Yorkers,
Chinese, Westerners, indedcd of the w hole Churech:

Frederick T. Keeney, eighty-nine,
former Methodist bishop in the
JFoochow, Chiha, Omaha and At-
jlanta areas, died yesterday. He had

A native of Fabius, N, Y., he was
graduated from Syracuse Univer-
sity in 1886 and joined the Central
New York Conference of the
Methodist Episcopal Churchh that
year, I

His first assignment as a'
preacher was in Cintinnatus, N. VY.
|He was at the First Church, Syra-
cuse, from 1904 to 1918, and served
as executive secretary of the Buf-
ifalo area the next two years,

He was elected bishop in 1920
and served in the Foochow area
flin China until 1924. He headed the
Omaha area for the next four
yvears and the Atlanta area from
11928 to 1936 wher.l he retl;_g_q,,___.

Bishop Keeney

Frederick Thomas Keenexy was  born February 3, 1863, at
Fabius, N. Y. His father was a member of the Wyoming Confer-
ence, lle is a graduate of Syracuse University, from wbich he received
the degree of Daoetor of Divinity, in 1901, In 1886 he entered the
Central New York Conference in which he served as }mst_.or and dis-
irict superintendent.  After fourteen years as pastor of First Church,
Svracuse, in 1918 lhe became Centenary secretary for Buffale Area,
which was the first to reach its financial goal. Since the fall of 1919
he has been the seeretary of the Departinent of Spiritual Resources of
the Centenary Conservation Committee. The proper pensioning of
retired preachers has been mueh advanced by his efforts, He has been
1 member of the Doard of Foreign Missions since 1912,
