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For ihe third time in less
than a year, death has re-
moved an active bishop from
the Jeadership of The Method-
ist Church.

Bishop H. Bascom Watls,
head of the church’s Nebras-
ka Area since 1952, and a for-
mer resident of Texas, died in
Bryan Memorial Hospital in
Lincoln Nov. 3, just three days
short of his 69th birthday.

He had suffered a cerehral
{hrombosis Aug. 31 in Esles
Park, Colo., but seemed to he
recovering and was able to re-
turn 1o his home in Lincoln
early in September. He had
carried on most of his normal
episcopal duties until about two
weeks before his death, when
his condition grew worse and
he was taken to the hospital,

Other Aethodist bishops who
died during the past year were
Bishop John W. Branscomb of
the Jacksonville {(Fla,) Area,
on Jan. 15, and Eishop Ralph
A. Ward, on Dec. 10 in Hong
Kong.

6, 1890, Bishop Wails received
the bachelor of arts degtee
from Southwestern Urnivenrsity,
Georgetown, in 1913, and the
bachelor of divinity from SMU
in 1918. He was also ordained
an elder in the Methodist min-
istry that year. He received
honorary dociorates in divinity
from bhoth Souihwestern and
SMU, and was awarded an hon-
orary doctorate in humane let-
ters from Nebraska Wesleyan
in 1953.

What's Coming
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Higher Call
Bishop Watts

Dies at 69
in Nebraska

For the third time in less than a
vear, death has removed an active
bishop from the leadership of The
Methodist Church.

Bishop H. Bascom \atts, head of
the church’s Nebraska Area since
1952, died in Bryvan Memorial Hospi-
tal in Lincoln Nov. 3—just three days
short of his 69th birthday.

He had suffered a cerebral throm-
bosis Aug. 31, in Estes Park, Colo..
but seemed to be recovering and was
able to return to his home in Lincoln
early in September. He had carried
on most of his normal episcopal duties
until about two weeks before his
death, when his condition grew worse
and he was taken to the hospital.

Other Methodist bishops who died
during the past year were Bishop John
W. Branscomb of the Jacksonviile
(Fla.) Area, on Jan. 15, and Bishop
Ralph A. Ward, on Dec. 10, in Hong
Kong.

Funeral services for Bishop Watis
were held Nov. 6 in the Boston Avenue
AMethodist Church, Tulsa, Okla., where
he served for 11 years as pastor and
two years as district superintendent
betore becoming a bishop. A memorial
service was also held in St. Paul
Methodist Church, Lincoln, on Nov. 3.

At the time of his death, Bishop
Watlts was vice chairman of The
Methodist Church’s Interboard Com-
mittee on Town and Country Work
and a member of the Co-ordinating
Council, the General Board of Educa-
tion, and the Advance Committee, 1o
wis also a trustee of Southern Meth-
adist University, Nebraska Wesleyan
University, and other agencies of the
denomination,

Bishop Watts was a native of
Arkansas and had served as minister
of  Little Redek’s  First Methodist
Church from 1936 10 1939 His earlier
pastorates induded Universita
Church, Austin, Toxas 01926.305 and
Laure] Heights Church., San Antonio
11930-361,

At the fime of his election 1o the
episcopacy by the 1952 South Central
Jurisdictional Conference in Wichita,

Kansas, he was superintendent of the
Tulsa district and was chairman of
the Jurisdictional Council. He was as-
signed as the first bishop of the newly-
created Nebraska Area and had served
in that capacity ever since. Before
1952, Nebraska and Kansas were tied
together in one episcopal area.

Bishop Watts received the bachelor
of arts degree from Southwestern
University, Georgetown, Tex,, in 1913
and the bachelor of divinity from
Southern Methodist University in
1018. He was also ordained an elder
in the Methodist ministry that year.
He rececived honorary doctorates in
divinity from both Southwestern and
SMU, and was awarded an honorary
doctorate in humane letters from
Nebraska Weslevan in 1953.

He is survived by Mrs. Watts, the
former Minnie E. Keyszer, a son, the
Rev. Dr. Ewart G. Watts, pastor of
First Church, Topeka, Kansas, and a
daughter, Mrs. Sterling F. Wheeler,
whose husband is vice-president of
Southern Methodist University.

Bishop A. Frank Smith of the
Houston-San Antonio Area delivered
the memorial address at the Tulsa
funeral service, which was conducted
by Bishop Watts’ successor in the
Boston Avenue Church pulpit, the
Rev. Dr. Paul V. Galloway. Other
participating bishops were Bishop
Paul E. Martin of the Arkansas-
Louisiana Area; Bishop William C.
Martin of the Dallas-Fort Worth
Area; and Bishop W. Angie Smith
of the Oklahoma-New Mexico Avea.

In Lincoln, the memorial service
was conducted by the Rev. Dr. Frank
A. Court, with Bishop Dana Dawson
of the lNansas Area delivering {he ad-
dress and Bishop Eugene Al FFrank of

the Missouri Area sharing in the
service.
The Rev. Walter IF. Whitney,

formoer field agent for ZioNs HERALD.
died Nov. 1 in Nashua, N, 11, Born
at Westminsier, Mass, he studied at
Tillon «N. 11,7, Seminary and was
gradunied in 1905, Ile was ordained
in 1907 and mraduated Trom  the
Boston University School of Theology
four yvears laler,

He held pastorates in Massachu-
selts, Maine, New York, Nebraska and
Florida, e served as assistant pro-
lessor at Nebraska Wesleyan Uni-
versity. Ile leaves u wife, Lillian of
Nashna: o davghter, Mrs. RBavmoend
E. Wilson of West Newton, Mass;
a son, Walier, of Nashua: eipght sisters
and {wao grandsons.
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The Wesley Herald, published by
the Wesley Methodist Church, reports

35 persons attending. DMr. Reimer
married the Coopers at the Meti-
odist parsonage in Beverly in 1909
and had the unique privilege of ‘“‘re-
marrying” them fifty yvears later.

Mr. and Mrs. Cooper have lived in
Lynn practicaily all of their married
life. They attended the little Meti-
odist Church on the Highlands before
transferring to Maple Street where
they have been faithful members since
1018,

They have two daughters: Mrs,
Arlene Thistle and Mrs. Leila

Weatherbee and four grandchildren.
Their only son, Fred, was lost in
action in the Pacific in World War 1L
A large number of friends and neigh-
bors attended the Open House on
Sunday from 4 to 8 at the home of Alr.
and Mrs. Edward lL. Thistle, 19
Rowell Avenue. Carcl Thistle was in
charge of the guest book.

John F. Brown, lay lcader of the
First Methodist Church. in  No,
Andover, Mass., was stricken with a
heart attack on Friday, November 13
and is now a patient at the Lawrence
General IHospital.
