A "llland's first work was at 
Aparri. This town lies at the mouth of 
the great Cagayan river and is at the 
very top of the island of Luzon. Here he 
built up a strong congregation but the 
absence of the Re\". Oscar Huddleston 
on furlough left a growing work at Vi­
gan in a critical condition and he \\"as 
sent there to care for this. As Huddles­
ton was expected to return shortly af­
ter the next Conference :\Ir. ..\.r­
tnand \Vas sent to Lingayen '"here, in 
addition to the regular work of a mis­
sionary, he and :\!rs. Armand had 
charge of our orphanage for :\Iestizzo 
children. When the time for this last 
Conference drew near I talked with him 
about his wishes for the coming year. 
11is \\'ord to 1ne \\'as, '"The first year '"e 
were ha]lp)" ill our work at ..\.parri and 
did not want to leave it. The next year 
we were happy at \'igan alld did not 
wish to change. During the past )"ear we 
have greatly enjO)"Cd our work at Lin­
gayen. \\'e would rather not he mo,·ed. 
But we came out here to do the Lord's 
"'ork and \\'here\'er you think that \\'e 
can do the most for Him that is where 
\\'e \\'ant to he sent. It \Vas found that 
the nepds ot the work demanded his 
return and he \\'ent hack \\"ith a deter~ 
inination to n1ake this ~·ear count for 
n1ore than an~ previous one bad done. 
It is only a. fe\\' \\'eel;.s since a letter 
fro1H his UistriC't Superintendent rainc 
to 1ne \\"ith this statc.':nent .\Ir .. -\r-
111and has chtcr~d upon his "·ork ''"ith 
enthu:;iasnL ~ince Conference he has 
been hard at it and is full of helpful 
plans and suggestions. l ,,·ould not be 
sur}lrised if he "'oul<l n1ake one of the 
best of us" .Just one '''ee>l;: herore his 
Ueulii tu: \\a:s in )lauila c•>nft"rting \\'ith 
n1e o\·er son1e 1>rohlen1s that had arisen 
in connection with the work of the 
Orphanage. Al that time he appeared to 
be in perfect health and told us how. on 
the pre,•ious Sunday, he had ridden on 
his 1notor-cyc!e fortr fi\'e tniles, \\"alked 
six 111ore tniles over roads that "'ere iin­
passible for his machine, and preached 
four times. It seemed as though he 
were good for many yea.-;; of usP.fu I ser­
vice in the great work to which he had 
consecrated his life and \Yhich \\'as 1nore 
and tnore ahsorhing his hea1·t. 

But God had 1>lanned differently. Af­
ter a full day's worl< on Tuesday :\larch 
25th, he spent the hour just before sun­
set !>laying with the children of the 
Orphanage to whom he was a much 
loved friend and a most welcome play­
tnate. During the night he coniplaineU 
of his nose and throat. The next day the 
trouhle increased. The only a' ailahle 
help was that or a native physician. By 
Frida~· 111orning his condition '"ns such 
that h•' started l"or th~ Hospital at :llan­
ila accom1ianied hy a l•'i!i11ino nurse, a 
graduate of our own )!arr .Johnson 
Hospital. There his trouble was diag­
nosed as glanders, a 111alignant, con­
tagious disease, and he was sent to 
San Lazero the Quarantine Hospital. 
where he recef\·ed all possible rare. But 
it was too late. The 11hysician in charge 
said at once that there was no hope. 
However they did expect him to Jf\·e 
for two or three clays lmt the t>nd came 
quickly and without warning, and that 
same night at quarter before cle\'en the 
word came to us that a few moments he­
fore our ltrother had fallen on sleep. 

:lleanwhile at their home i•i Llngay­
en, ~!rs. Armand waited In fear and a1>­
prehension. A telegram calling her to 
~lanila and bidding her to he pre1iared 
for the worst was sent the next morn­
ing. There she was tenderly ca1·ed for hy 
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Dr. Pond and the women of our Hos­
pital. and of the Mission. She bore her 
sorrow as only one, who was strength­
ened with might by His Spirit in the 
Inner man could bear such a neart­
crushing blow. 

Because of the danger of contagion 
we were not allowed to remove the body 
to either church or house for a last 
sel'\'ice; so it was held in the yard of 
the :llorgue that is connected with the 
Hospital. Some of our ~!issionary band 
\\'ere too far a \\'aY to con1e, and it '"as a 
pitiful little company that assembled 
there in the early hours of that quiet 
Sabbath morning. There were just sev­
enteen persons including the undertaker 
and a college friend of :llr. Armand 
"ho happened to be in the city and saw 
the announcement of his death in the 
nc\\s1:a1'ers. But God was with us. His 
1n·fsence and help were consciously felt 
lty all. Nor shall we e\·er lose out of 
tnind or heart a single cietail; the beau­
ty of the 1norning; God's sunshine ovC"r 
all this world in which alone our hearts 
seemed shrouded in gloom; the old 
1noss·o,·ergro"·n stone \\'all that shut out 
the noise of the street: the aunosphc1·e 
of a time long past that hung about the 
grounds and buildings of this \'Cnerahle 
Spanish institution: the great acacia 
\\'hoge "·ide-spreading branches '"ere 
aflan1e "'ith that gorgeous bloo1n \\'hirh 
is feP.n ouly in the tropics; and under­
neath this tree seated in a circle about 
the cakset in which Jay all that was mor­
tal of 1 heir fr!Pnd and fc 1lo\\' \\'Ork er, 
the little C'on11~auy of snrro\\·ing nlis-
t iot~aries. l-lo\\· our hearts c1"ed out to 
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God for help and how clearly God 
spoke to us. Deep did indeed answer 
unto deep. We spoke to Him and He 
heard and answered. Spirit with spirit 
did speak. Ilow little and worthless ap­
peared all things else compared with 
this supreme thing. that our friend 
and brother had surrendered his life to 
Goel and like a true soldier had diet! at 
his post. He had heen faithful unto death 
and to him had been gi\"en the crown of 
life. But the thought of that empty post 
added no small weight to the burden 
that on that sad morning rested so 
hea\"ily upon our hearts. '"Who will take 
his place" is the question that is al­
\\'UYs in our n1inds and oft.en upon our 
lips during these sad days. 

\\'e are reco,·ering from the shock 
of this sudden and awful blow. We 
ha\"e done what we could to help :\!rs. 
.-\rn1and get a\\•a.v cotufortahlY to the 
ho1ne-land and the hon1e-hearts, but 
slill the burning, anxious question 
"\\'ho will take his place" waits an an­
S\\'er. Sure:.v so1ne\\·here in the great 
:liethodist church God has some trainPd, 
rapahle, consecrated ~·oung n1an \Yho, 
as, he realizes that. in this hour, a vi­
tal \\'Ork for God is crying "Co1ne over 
and help us" and God "'' 
are sa)·ing" \Vhmn shall we send and 
who will go for us", will rise and 
inake ans"·er'' llere a111 I. send n1e". 
Reader if you know such a young nian 
will you not see that he reads this lit­
tle tale of a ,·acant post and a shep­
herdless flock in this uttermost part of 
the earth. 
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miracles and other beliefs sacred to all 
Christians, discrediting the authority 
01' the Holy Scriptures and fundamental 
doctrines of religion, prejudicing the 
minds of the youth against the restric­
tive moralities. 

Of course this trend in the schools is 
laid at the door of the authorities, and 
the present board of education is called 
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to the bar of public judgment. If the 
schools are falling to cultivate the finer 
qualities of character, the res11onsible 
authorities will have to answer. The be­
ginning has been made and the end is 
not yet, but any close observer can 
forecast it, that the present policies will 
have to he modified in the interest of a 
shrewd citizenshiJl. 

AOTlON OF THE BOARD OF BISHOPS WITH REFERE:SCE TO PHESE:STA­
TION OF PLANS OF THE OOJ\IMISSION ON FINANCE AT ANNl"AL 

CONFERENOBS· 

Under the leadership of Dr. A. G. Ky­
nett as Educational Field Secretary, for 
the Commission on Finance, for the 
Eastern Residential District, a team 
composed of Dr. A. G. l{ynett, Dr. W. B. 
Hollingshead, Apportionment Secretary, 
and Dr. J. B. Trimble, of the Board of 
Foreign l\Jissions, presented the plan of 
the Commission on Finance at various 
Annual Conferences in the Conference 
sessions, and at the meeting of the 
Board of Bishops held in Charlestown, 
West Virginia, the following action was 
taken by the Board of Bishops, ~fay 13, 
1913. 

··The Board of Bishops or the ~letho­
dist Church at the Semi-Annual Con­
ference recently held in Charlestown, 
West Virginia, took occasion very heart­
ily to endorse the plan adopted by the 
Commission on Finance in the presenta­
tion of Its important interests at the 
recent sessions of the Baltimore, New 
England, New England Southern, Wy­
oming, New York, Troy and East )Jaine 
Conferences. 

possible so soon as the plan of the Com­
mission shall be generally adopted. 'l'he 
method so pursued made clear to the 
Conferences the provisions of the Gen­
eral Conference legislation on this sub­
ject, and produced conviction as to its 
expediency and necessity, which fom1d 
expression not only in word of com­
mendation, but also in confession and 
prayer, so that the hour occu11ied in un­
folding the financial program of "the 
Church was one not only of intellectual 
illumination, but of profound spiritual 
power. The permanency of impression 
is a1,parent in the ready co-operation of 
the brethren since the Conference ses­
sions closed. 

The Bisho1is of the Church are per­
suaded that for the necessities facing 
our great benevolent causes, the adop­
tion of the financial program ordered by 
the General Conference is imperatively 
demanded. They are likewise of the 
OJJinion that for the hearty co-operation 
of the Church there can be no more ef­
fecti\'e method than that which is here-

Another name is to he written on 

that golden roll whereon are inscribed 
the names of those wi10 Jiave followed 
their Lord down Into Gethsemane and 
up on Calvary, The Rev. Samuel H. Ar­
mand counted not his life dear unto 
l1imself. lie too was of that number 
whose Jove for their needy brethren is 
so passionate that they are willing to 
lay down their Jives for them. 

A little more than three years ago 
the needs of the worlt here in the Phil­
Jippine Islands were so great that, 
through the church papers, Bisl1op Old­
ham sent out an appeal for two men. 
One of the two men who, responding to 
this call, volunteered for service was 
~Ir. Armand, who at that time was 

lli"hop Willin.m Perry Ernlnnd. 

a student in Boston University. Born on 
.July 5th, J 879, at ~ladison, lndiana, he 
had graduated from ~loores Hill Col­
lege with the class of 1907 and in the 
fall of that same ·year had entered the 
Theological School of Boston Univer­
sit)'. In 1908 he marrl.ed ~Ilss Bertha 
King of Butlerville, lndiana and when 
he returned to his studies she accom­
panied him and also registered as a stu­
dent Jn the University. With the desire 
of her husband to offer himself for this 
sorely needed service in the Philip­
pines, ~!rs. Armand was Jn fullest sym­
path)', and so on ~larch 19th, 1910, this 
young C'ouple saile-d an<l in due ti1ne ar ... 
rived at ~lanila ready lo enter npon 
their new work. 

The task set for them was not in any 
"ay on easy one. It was to stand in the 
breach left by the sickness and absence 
of other men. To ~Ir. Armand it was 
not given to remain in any one place 
long enough to gather the fruits of bis 
own sowing. This compelled him to 
work on without what ls perhaps the 
strongest inspiration to the ~!issionary 
of toda~'. The harvests come se quickly 
and come in such large measure that it 
nerves one to bear the toil and endure 
the pain, But to these young people this 
inspiration was denied. Each year as it 
followed !lie other found them in a 
different place, with new work among 
new people, !illing some fresh breach, 
meeting some unexpected emergency.

It is a fruit of church federation, chu!·ch co-01l­
erat!on. The report of the Society for 1913 shows that the 
total issues at home and abroad for the year were 4,049,610 
volumes. These consist of 399,734 Bibles, 713,891 New 
Testaments, and 2,935,985 portions; an a·tlvance over the 
issues of any year in the society's history. This is more than 
twice the issues of five years ago, while for twenty-five years 
preceding the annual Issues averaged 1,500,000.
