Just four days ago since Blanche went to he with her Lord. It 
was all so suoden tl-Jat I cann0t h-"lieve yet that s'1.e will not aopear 
at mv door any moment. Rut such :i.s life, vie are here todsy and gone 
tomorrow. 

She has heen not well since last S'lmner nnd in t1le fall while 
I was in the ':lospital with mv broken leg, she cane to P:vcng Yang and 
while her purpose in coming was to see MB, I insisted that she have 
a thorough goingover. T11ey found ameba cysts and sor.:ie other minor 
difficulties hut nothing which indicated anyt"iing serious. Rut w11en 
I came to Seoul just before Christmas I noticed a very decided change 
in Yier. It seemed to be diffic'ilt for '1er to mal{e doc1.nions and r:ict 
upon t'"iem. Sl-ie w:::is not strong 1~11t kent on as Rct1110lv os .~"er. S"ie 
'lad complAi~~a ~or rn3ny vears of heno Rn'1es and t~is fnll t~ny seemed 
to he worse than ever, She was under t11e doctor's care since about 
the first of January. The doctor was a nerve doctor and since that 
seemed to be the trouble and t11e other doctors in Pvnnr; Yong rrnd 
pronounced her n"i:rsicnlly v!cll, it c;eemcd the lop:5cal t'1:t::p; to put 
Yier under a doctor w:i.o was a nerve speci11list. 

Last week J.,Jonday evening, while she had been in b.:.'d most of the 
day, she got up and went to toach hor convcrsntional class nt the 
Japr:inese Y.M.C.A. nnd after she had gone to bed I went in to see her 
and asked her how she had gotten along. She said the class was not 
very lopg so she 11ad come home early, Tho next morning I had sent 
word to Suwon t11at I would be t'1ere, just he fore I left I went in to 
Blanc11e's room and found that she had been vomiting. I v1cnt on know-
5ng that the doctor would meet me nt four thirty ofter I hod come 
bnck since I had asked him to come for consultr.tion. When I rcnched 
homo she seemed much w0rse, but tho doct0r felt that my worry 1ws 
unnecessary, and said tl1nt s'li.c wnuld be alri~ht nfter s1'.e got over 
this spell. Tl1e next morning she seemed ahout the snr.Io nnd after the 
doctor's call she entered the hospitnl for r.ore examinations. ~e 
especially wonted to test tho spinal fluid. Every reaction was nor­
mal, her blood test was alright, t'H: spinal fluid rove:Jleo n0tl1ing 
and yet she was in n st'.ipor. I went to sec hor Wednesdny nfternorin, 
she was unusur.i.llv flus11cn and seemed t,, be 'too tired to tnlk. l'fuC'n

It wns 
located ,iust above the rig"it wyc nnd was as 11rge ns a hen 1 s Cf'.f.1., 
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It was ho.rd, and had prncticnlly absorbed the brnin on tho right 
side abnvc the eye. Dr. McLaren cnme ond tolkcd to me the evening 
'1fter t~c operation nnd said not~ing but n good Christinn experience 
and chnrncter could have kept her from loosing hold r.i')rally. Tho 
mcdicfll profession say that to have that port of tho brnin destroyed 
w~1ore the centers are 10catcd wl-J.ich control tlte hip.:1-\est thinking 
i.nvnri3bly results in a morol breakdown, and yet Blrinche to tho lost 
kept up her spiritunl fervor and life. 

Just h0w to gn on alone after these r"any voars of compnnionship 
and cnmrndcship is m0re than I can sec, hut the same loving Father 
who has led thus far I am sure will open up the ·.vny be fore me.
