BISHOP BROOKS DIES 
Bishop Robert N. Brooks of the New 

Orleans Area is dead. The 65-year 
old bishop died Aug. 2 at Gulfside 
Assembly in Waveland, Miss., follow­
ing a heart attack. Bishop Brooks had 
been reported in ill health for some 
time previous to his death. 

Born May 8, 1888, in Cleveland 
county, N. C., Bishop Brooks was edu­
cated at Bennett college, Greensboro, 
N. C., and Gammon Theological semi­
nary, Atlanta, Ga. He studied also at 
Garrett Biblical institute, Northwest­
ern university and Wiley and Rust 
colleges. 

Following pastorates served in 
North Carolina he became field secre­
tary for the Board of Sunday Schools 
of the Methodist Episcopal Church. 
A career in education followed during 

i which he was head of the department 
E cf church history at Gammon Theo­

logical seminary. 
t The bishop was, at one time, editor 
l of The Centrai Ch1·istian Advocate. 

In June, 1944, he was elected to the 
; episcopacy and assigned to the New 

Orleans Area. 
He was a delegate to General Con­

ferences of 1924, 1928 and 1936 and to 
both General and Jurisdictional Con­
ferences of 1940 and 1944. 

He was a member of the Board of 
Lay Activities and Co-ordinating 
Council.

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With his hearing before the House Com-
mittee on U 11-American Activities over, 
the G. Bro1nley Oxnan1's leave for Geneva, 
where he will attend a World Council of 
Churches meeting. His counsel at the 
hearing, Charles C. Parlin, also is in 
Europe.

Co-operating with Emory university 
in making the awards is the Sears 
Roebuck foundation.

Funeral services for Bishop Robert N. 

Brooks of the New Orlea:1s Arca oI The 
Methodist Church were held Thursday, 
Aug. G, at Mount Zion church in New 
Orlea:1s, La. The eulog)' was dclh·ercd 
by Bishop J. W. E. Bowen, Jr., of At­
lanta, and Bishop M .. W. Clair, Jr., of 
St. Louis, conducted the service. Other 
prelates assisting were Bishop Edgar A. 
Love, Baltimore; and Bishop R. E. Jones 
(retired), Waveland, Miss. 

Bishop Brooks succumbed at Gulf­
side, Waveland, Miss., a ff er a lengthy. 
illness. He recently had returned from 
Mayo Cli:1ic, Rochester, Minn., and was 
reported improving when death came 
suddenly Sunday afternoon, Aug. 2.

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Bishop Brooks was born in Clevcbnd 
County, N. C.,, l'vfay 8, 1888. He was ed­
ucated at J3cnncit co!Icgc, Greensboro, 
N. C.; Gnmo:l Theolo;::ical seminar,,, At­
l«nta, Ga.: Northwestern univcr~'itY and 
Garrett Biblical institute, Evanston, Ill.; 
Union Tl1cological scn1inar;.r, Ne\\T York: 
City; and Oxford university, Engla'1cl. 

After holding pastorates in Red 
Springs and Maxton, N. C., he was ap­
pointed field secretary of the Board of 
Sunday Schobls of The Methodist Epis­
copal Church. He later served as pres­
ident of Haven Teachers college, Me­
ridian, Miss.; Ce:1tral Alabama college; 
and Samuel Huston college, Austin, Tex. 
For several years he was the head of the 
department of history in Gammon Theo­
logical seminary. In 1936, he was clcc-­
tccl editor of The Central Christian Ad­
vocate. 

Bishop Brooks was a delegate to the 
General Confcre:1ces of The Mcihodist 
Church in 1924, 1928, 1936, 1940 and 
1944. In the last named year he was 
elected to the episcopacy in Greensboro, 
N. C., and assigned to the New Orleans 
Arca, where he had continuously serv­
ed si:1ee. 

The bishop was a member of many 
:Methodist boards and commissions, and 
presided over sessions of the General 
Conference o! the denomination jn 1948. 
He was president of the Board of Trus­
tees of the three colleges i:i his Area: 
:Wiley, :Marshall, Tex.; Rust, Holly 

Springs, Miss.: and Samuel Huston (now 
merged wilh Tillotson college). He was 
a m.:mber of the Alpha Phi Alpha and 
J{nnpa Bot1le fraternities. 

Bishop Brooks was chos0n by 1,l'fe 
Council of Bishops to review and ap~ 
praise Methodist work on the contine:it 
of Africa in 1947, and by !he Board of 
Missions lo visit mission fiel<ls in 1948. 

He is survived by his wiclow, Mrs. 
Edith Crogman Brooks, to whom he was 
married Sept. 3, 1919.
