PAKISTAN METHODISTS SEND
MISSIONARY OVERSEAS

The international missionary force of
world Methodism continues to grow, as the
so-called “younger churches” of Asia, Africa
and Latin America send missionaries not
only to each other, but increasingly to the
traditionally missionary-sending churches of
the West.

The latest breakthrough in international
missions involves the Methodist Church in
Pakistan sending one of its leading pastors
as a missionary to England. The pastor-
turned-missionary is the Rev. Eric N. Dan-
iels, pastor of Central Methodist Church in
the citv of Karachi, West Pakistan, and a
former General Conference delegate. He
will serve as a missionary to the large (esti-
mated 200,000) Pakistani community in
England.

Since Mr. Daniels is the first Methodist
missionary to be sent overseas from Pakistan,
his assignment means that yet another land
joins the list of countries where the Method-
ist Church is now a missionary-sending as
well as a missionary-receiving body.

The growth of the intemational mission-
ary force is one of the most significant de-
